Milton Keynes

Following on from his success in Meribel Ashley scorched to victory in race 1 of the six series event. Also in the minis Jordan and Kirran claimed 9th & 10th respectively and Ben raced to 19th in Chi 2 category.  Sunday’s race saw Jordan take 4th place in the minis with Ashley unplaced after missing a gate. In the males Thomas took 5th in children 1and Ben 20th in children 2 

Hemel

Saturday’s Club National saw a great turn out from Telford. Ashley powered to first place in the minis with Jordan coming in 5th and Kirran also racing well. Abby took third place in Junior 1 category and 7th overall with three very consistent times. In the males Ben, Tarran and Thomas all skied well but mistakes on run 3 ruined the chances of all three. The Grand prix on Sunday saw Abby claim a second 7th overall position of the weekend, Thomas took 6th and Jake 8th in their respective categories.

Pontypool

With the Swadlincote slope out of racing action Pontypool hosted the Arrows Club National on an absolute scorcher of a day both off and on the slope. In the minis category, after the fastest runs in runs 1 & 2 Ashley crashed out on run three. Jordan took another 5th place, Kirran raced to 11th with Joe and Nathan coming in 14th & 15th respectively. In the females Abby improved on Hemel with 2nd in Junior 1 and an impressive 5th overall. Charlotte and Chloe also raced to fine finishes of 5th & 7th in Children 1. Sunday’s Grand Prix saw impressive results again for Jake and Abby. Jake claiming 5th in Chi 2 and a place inside the overall top 20 and Abby placed 3rd in junior 1 and 7th overall.

Ipswich

Yet another wonderfully sunny morning greeted the first ever Suffolk Club National at a very picturesque Ipswich setting. In a really competitive and high quality mini category Ashley raced to 3rd, Jordan claimed 5th and Nathan took 9th place in a field of 14. 

Pendle

With no repeat of last years drenching Pendle’s extended slope posed a number of tricky questions for the weekend’s racers. Not least how to get through the flat bottom section without grinding to a complete halt. In the minis race Ashley took 2nd, Jordan 6th and Kirran claimed a season best 9th. Abby again lead the charge in the females picking up an impressive 1st in category and 3rd overall. In children 1 Charlotte raced to an excellent 5th place and in the males Jake and Ben raced to 14th and 26th place respectively. In the following day’s Grand Prix disappointment for Abby, after skiing out of the first run, was eased somewhat by the fact that her second run was the 2nd fastest of the day.

Celtic Cup – Pontypool

Another excellent weekend of racing on arguably the best slope on the circuit produced more silverware for the Breese Brothers. However, this time the boot was on the other foot as Nathan went home with his hands full, cruising to a brace of trophies for top 3 finishes in both the Slalom & GS, whilst brother Ashley had play second fiddle to the pocket rocket with a 1st place in the GS. Nathan’s smile on the way home is believed to have been wider than the Severn Bridge. In the afternoon GS Abby won her age group and took 2nd overall, Jake raced to 3rd in Chi 2 and a place in the overall top 20.

In the Sunday races Abby claimed 2nd (age) with 4th overall and Jordan raced into 2nd in the minis. 

Stoke

With Stoke being the closest thing we have to a home race it was no surprise to see Telford well represented again. With a third of the minis field representing Telford hopes of success were high and again Ashley did not disappoint, racing to another fine 1st place with Jordan adding to that success by taking his first Club National top 3 placing. Nathan again impressed with a fine 8th place, Kirran took 10th and Joe in 11th. In the Girls, Charlotte looked to lower her seed points even further with 5th place, Chloe 8th and, on her CN debut, Claire Brown scorched to a fine 8th place in Chi 2 and a top 30 finish overall. Abby again found herself in the medals with 2nd place in category and 5th overall in a very competitive field.  In the boys, Tarran claimed bragging rights with 11th, whilst mistakes on run 3 spoiled excellent mornings for Tom & Ben.

In the Grand Prix on Sunday Steve McLaughlin proved you couldn’t keep a good man down by dazzling as a rather dashing forerunner. Son Tom however wasn’t taking any of this lying own and made up for the disappointment of the previous afternoon by claiming an excellent 4th place. Abby again backed up her Saturday result with a fine 2nd place finish in category and 5th overall.  
Gloucester

Another great turnout from Telford witnessed more silverware for Ashley, in his last Club National as a mini, blasting out the three fastest runs of the day to comfortably take 1st place. Jordan took a creditable 5th spot with Nathan 10th, Kirran 13th and Joe 14th. Joe in particular had a lot to be pleased about having wiped almost 10 seconds off his time from last year. In the Children’s categories Tarran claimed 13th spot in the males whilst Ben failed to convert two very promising runs by missing gates. In the girls Charlotte and Chloe claimed promising 5th and 8th places respectively and Abby added to her medal collection with 2nd in Junior 1 and 4th overall.
Castleford

Again the clash with Celtic Cup races didn’t appear to affect the standard of the sizeable field. In the Mini 1 category Ashley again led the charge claiming 1st place on both Saturday and Sunday with Jordan improving on Saturday’s 4th place with a 3rd place on Sunday for a Telford 1-3.In Minis 2, Nathan scooped 3rd in race 3 and blazed home for victory on the Sunday to make it a great weekend for the Breese Brothers.  In the boys race Tarran claimed 9th place and Ben (renamed Frosty for the weekend) claimed 19th the on the Saturday and 16th on the Sunday in highly competitive fields. In Saturday’s dual slalom, despite a great effort, the lads from Telford were eliminated in the 2nd round. 

Celtic Cup - Llandudno

Congratulations to Kirran who produced his performance of the season in collecting a brace of 4th place finishes in the Celtic cup finale.

Glasgow

Round 5 of the Xscape series saw all roads leading to Glasgow. Ashley again dominated the mini category collecting a 4th win in the series and taking the overall championship in the process. Nathan again matched his older brother with a storming second run in particular to claim the Mini 2 category. Jordan missed out after straddling a gate and Ben followed suit spoiling what appeared to be a fantastic looking run. He did however finish and claimed 19th.

British Indoor Champs - Glasgow
After the success of the previous afternoon and the fastest first run Ashley’s hopes of another win were dashed with a missed gate in the middle section of the second run. Jordan produced a great second run to claim 4th place and Nathan belied his age and inexperience to claim a fantastic 10th overall. Ben also staked a claim for performance of the weekend with an excellent 2nd run that lifted him to 19th place.

All England Championships – Hemel

After a week of intensive training the racers were primed and ready to take on the nations finest at the prestigious All England Championships. Charlotte delivered her run of the summer, smashing her ranking to pieces by blasting into 7th pace in children 1. In the boys Thomas followed suit posting his performance of the season with a superb 6th place. As with a huge number of the field Abby made a mistake half way down run 1 and recorded a DNF. She did however redeem pride with an excellent 1st place overall in the race for the DNF’s.

The minis had to wait until Sunday to flex their muscles and after the real disappointment of Kirran’s pre race injury it was back to business with a bang as Joe produced his result of the season, 12th place being just reward for a summer of hard work and commitment. Jordan survived a big mistake on run 1 to produce his single best run of the summer to claim a great 5th place. Nathan straddled in the middle of an excellent run to record a DNF but all eyes were on Ashley. Having recorded the fastest time on run 1 (by 0.01s) Ashley just missed out on claiming the Championship, shaded by 0.2 seconds, to claim a highly creditable 2nd Place.

In the Team Race an inexperienced foursome failed to make it past the league stages despite sterling performances from Charlotte and Tom which belied their lack of dual slalom experience.
Telford Club Race – 30th April, 2006
A strong field of Midlands Ski racers made their way to Telford for our annual Club Race. With queues for skis half way back to the car park and the absence of the refreshment van the pressure was on the racers to put on a good show. They did not disappoint.
