
Final Presentation of Placement.
The placement student is required to prepare and give a presentation based on the placement report / log book to a combination of staff and students during  semester 1 of  their final year.  This will normally be based on PowerPoint.
This is to consist of around 10-12 slides.  No animation please. 
Practice and rehearse your presentation.  You will only have 15 minutes. 
If you overrun, you will be asked to finish and the remainder will not be marked. 
Use visuals, photos and scanned documents in your presentation, but be careful of making the file too big so that it cannot be opened on a laptop. As a guide 20mb is a loadable size. Check the size of files and images. See if you can include a small video to illustrate your point.  
Do not go excessively over the suggested slide count, otherwise you will not be able to finish in 10 minutes. If you spend too long on the first half and then rush your later slides, you will lose marks.  
You have to communicate what you did in a clear way. Make sure you leave enough time to rehearse (timed rehearsals) before you have to present.
The presentation could consist of the following:
1. Title 
2. Company Size           (eg number of stores, number of customers, company structure, etc.)
3. Company Activities    (products, markets, SWOT analysis etc.) 
4. Placement Role:        (detailed brief of your job, outline of project(s) you undertook. 

 Time to show off a little. Show what you have achieved. Practice for your interviews.) 
5. Reflection

  (see below)
6. Development
  (what you learned from the experience)
7. Company Recommendations

8. Summary
