Really Great SAM 8 O&R .23 Ignition event
The RG SAM 8 is adding a new event to our schedule, as voted at our March business meeting.  The following documents the rules and procedures that will be used.  Joe Masters suggested that the event should be flown to SAM rules but the only SAM rule for a O&R .23 event is for R/C.  As a result we will use the regular Old Time Pylon and Cabin rules.
A lot of discussion went into deciding if there should be a handicap for large or small exhaust engine or front rotary or side port.  John Crosetto and Bob Hatch remembered that McCotter and John ran over a dozen O&R .23’s to find out what was the best engine.  In the end it turned out that there was much more variation in individual engines than from the exhaust port or induction method.  In fact, about the best turned out to be a small exhaust side port.  For this reason we will not have an engine run differential to start this year. 

During 2005 we will fly the event at the next three contests and accumulate points the same as we do for our other events.  There will be no other prizes awarded.  After the Labor Day contest the contestant with the most points in this event will win $100 as donated by Bob Harper.   During 2006 we will fly the event at all our contests with the same rules but the RG SAM 8 will donate the $100 for the high point winner in this event.

The Rules

Any Old Time Pylon, Cabin or Antique model as defined by the SAM Designs List.  The engine must be an O&R .23 with either side port or rotary valve induction on ignition and either big or small exhaust port. 

Model must weigh a minimum of 8 oz. per square foot of projected wing area.

Engine run will be 20 seconds hand launch and 25 seconds ROG. 

Six attempts to make three official max flights of three minutes will be allowed.

All other rules in the 2000 edition of the SAM rule book pages 1 through 7 will apply.

Note: The CD will adjust the flight times and engine runs at the contest with the consensus of all contestants entered in the event.
