Oppenheimer was a theoretical physicist working for a PHD in Germany.  





When World War II began, he left for the United States of America.





 Oppenheimer worked with the government of the United States for 





seventeen years. After the war, Oppenheimer served as chair of the General 





Advisory Committee of the Atomic Energy Commission. Oppenheimer was 





the head of the Manhattan Project and helped develop the atomic bomb.  He 





In 1953, A new bomb of enourmous destructive power was the hydrogen 





bomb.  The military wanted to use it as a weapon against the Soviets who 





they feared might develop one as well.  Oppenheimer did not approve of its 





production or usage.  The hydrogen bomb could lead to genocide.  During 





the age of McCarthism, his loyalty was questioned and he was dismissed.  In 





1963, President Johnson reinstated Oppenheimer to the Atomic Energy 





Commission.
