Picturing Plants
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Unit Title: Picturing Plants

Grade level: Kindergarten

Subject Area: Science/Language Arts

DAY 3
Essential Question: What are the parts of a plant?

Behavioral Objective: Without assistance, the students will be able to put together a paper plant and label 4/5 parts of the plant correctly.

Hook & Link: I will have a large sunflower type paper plant on the board. I will begin to read “””” to the students. We will talk about the parts of the plant while reading the story. I will relate to the things we had already been talking about. 

Discussion: We will talk about the 5 main parts of a plant (roots, stem, leaves, flower, and seeds). We will then tell about what each does for the plant. 

Organize info. : After discussing the parts in detail, we will begin to form our large plant on the board. I will cal on students to come up to put the flower together. Others will be called on to label the part. We will go back over them after we have labeled the parts of the plant. 

Apply through distributed practice: The students will work with a partner (drawn from the bucket) and they will draw and label the plant parts on the sheet “Parts of A Plant.” After they finish, they may read a book until everyone has finished. 

Individual Practice: Each student will get a piece of construction paper, the plant parts with the labeling parts, and glue. They will put the smaller sunflower (like the one we did on the board) together and label the parts. 

Closing: We will mix up the pieces to the large flower on the board. I will call on students to come up and piece it together. I will also ask the students guiding questions like “What do the roots do?” etc… 
Assessment: Without assistance, the students will be able to put together a paper plant and label 4/5 parts of the plant correctly. I will check this on the checklist.
