· Follow instincts in changing rate pitch, volume to reflect feelings.
	Pronunciation

· Every word has 3 aspects:  read, written and spoken

· The problem lies when a speaker does not know the correct pronunciation of a word.

· Rehearse prior to delivery.

· Pitch the highs and the lows. Conversational 

· Pause Pause for effect, to collect your thoughts, to let the audience catch up, to slow down 

· Quality Relax, be natural, friendly 

· Volume Your voice should reach the back of room. Use louds and softs to emphasize and keep the audience interested.
