In this constitution, except where the context forbids, words signifying singular number are intended to include the plural number, and vice versa.

'Council' shall mean the Council as constituted under section 3 of this Constitution.

The terms 'approved', 'recognized' and 'acceptable' shall mean approved by, recognized by, and acceptable to Council unless the context denotes otherwise.

The term 'member' shall mean a member of any grade of membership registered with the Thethe High School Alumni Society, but when written  'Member', it shall mean that particular grade of membership denoted by clause 2.7 of this Constitution.
