> Week 3 found most of us now firmly entrenched in our work, which for me
> seems to be something along the lines of 'jack of all trades' doing
> everything from dentistry to air evac of patients to base readiness and
> disaster preparedness.
> 
> I haven't had the chance to go off base yet, but hopefully sometime before
> the deployment ends, I'll have that opportunity. I'm collecting a little
> bit of the native currency to be able to give folks who want it, and I
> have a few surprises in store for selected people.
> 
> With that, here's the play by play for Week 3...
> 
> DAY 15
> 
> Had 2 dental patients today, both scheduled cleanings. Today was generally
> a 'dental' day as we worked on a loose inventory of our dental
> instruments, trying to figure out what belongs to us and what belongs to
> our Korean counterparts [whose equipment we are using for the time being].
> 
> We had a problem/issue with our digital x-ray unit - apparently we were
> having interruption of power, and now seem to have it fixed. I still like
> the way our regular x-rays come out in any case.
> 
> I bought a nice GoreTex jacket for the missus... the prices are very
> inexpensive here [like around $100 for a NorthFace fleece lined GoreTex
> jacket, and there are no duties/taxes charged either... that also applies
> to income tax... 4 months of salary, completely non-taxable... nice!]
> 
> DAY 16
> 
> We had 2 highlights today...
> 
> The first was that I oversaw 2 aerovac's all by myself [we got 2 patients
> scheduled, booked, and flown out, all within 8 hours... it was rather
> triumphant]
> 
> The second was that BOTH of our volleyball teams [we have intramural
> sports here, we play with the Korean medical folks] won their games!! Woo
> hoo!
> 
> DAY 17
> 
> Sat in on a meeting for humanitarian aid this morning, filling in for our
> primary representative from the med group [who had to go off and do food
> inspections]. Hopefully, we'll have the opportunity, once some legal
> issues are worked out, to do some humanitarian aid, and once I find out
> the details, I'll contact everyone who may be interested in sending money
> or materials over here [likely orphanages, hospitals, and such]
> 
> I seem to be now in charge of any preventative medicine here, so I worked
> on our smoking cessation program and created some nice continuity items,
> handouts, diary sheets for individuals who want to try to quit smoking
> while they're here.
> 
> Had an actual 'sick call' today - a broken tooth. Easy fix!
> 
> DAY 18
> 
> Went with our administrator to pick up our local driver to bring him on
> base to get paid.
> 
> Continued work on the smoking cessation program.
> 
> We had an awesome lunch and dinner today... they served lobster, shrimp
> [scampi and fried], crab legs, and fried sea scallops. Now that's what I'm
> talkin' about!
> 
> DAY 19
> 
> Completed the pamphlets and worksheets for the smoking cessation program.
> 
> Our commander and I tormented our administrator this evening with music...
> it seems our administrator doesn't like our choice of artists, but the
> Colonel and I were jamming to The Moody Blues... "Knights in white
> satin... never reaching the end... letters I've written... never meaning
> to send..."
> Needless to say, our administrator was not amused, but we were!
> 
> DAY 20
> 
> Made some progress with my Squadron Officer School today after enjoying a
> nice sleep in until 8:15am, I'm now about 1/4 of the way through the
> material for the second test. 
> 
> Had volleyball practice today at 1600, we're making progress and much
> improved at getting to the ball quickly.
> 
> DAY 21
> 
> This was a busy and fun day!
> 
> First...
> Had 3 dental patients today, which I think is a new record for this base!
> Had 1 cleaning, one sick call [broken tooth, cavity... did some
> "Atraumatic Restorative Treatment" by excavating the cavity and putting in
> a temporary, patient will come back in 2 days for a more definitive
> restoration and the mission will be uninterrupted! yay!], and one
> scheduled patient [small cavity, easy appointment]
> 
> Second...
> The big event for the day, though, was our dinner party with our Korean
> counterparts. We had a combination grill/cookout and had wonderful Korean
> food. I ate, for the first time...
> - kimpa [basically sushi rolls with fish and vegetables]
> - kimchi, a spicy vegetable dish [they say it was mild, I say it was
> *hot*!]
> - jap'che [not sure of the spelling... a glass noodle dish]
> 
> Third...
> Watched our volleyball "A" team play... they won 2 games in a row and
> barely broke a sweat!
> 
> Lastly...
> Played pool with the chaplain [we have a chaplain/medical team]. We lost 2
> of 3 games to a better team, but we had fun anyway.
> 
> 
> And here we are, actually starting week 4. Here's the kicker... one more
> week, and we're 25% done with our deployment. I'll be home before you know
> it!
> 
> So ends the weekly diary!
> See you in 7!
>
