Since RJM herein avers under penalty of perjury that a copy of such document was mailed to this Court via first class mail, postage prepaid on 1/3/09, RJM herein simply proposes that a  record accessible to the public of the reception and entrance into the trial court record maintained in this case of a copy of this document  be made  and that a copy of this document be entered into such record and/or the electronic docket maintained in regard to this case.
The contents of what is contained within brackets “[]” herein infra taken along with the caption included herein supra, constitutes the entirety of  what was mailed to the Clerk of this Court on 1/3/09 and so the entirety thereof is incorporated herein infra:
[Notice is herein given that Assignee  from Assignor, and Plaintiff for Third Party Plaintiff – Thomas A. More, Robert J. More, et al ––Plaintiff in the above named case (“this case”)  hereby appeals to the United States Court of Appeals for the Second Circuit from the orders entered in this case on 1/22/2008, accepting and  ratifying the Report and Recommendation of  the Magistrate of 12/28/2007, and of the final judgment entered on 1/23/08 in this case, dismissing it, from the order entered in this case on 12/11/08, denying the motion to vacate its dismissal of this case, and from each and every order issued in this case in which any prejudice was incurred by Thomas A. More (“TAM”), Robert J.
