Daley Center, Chicago, IL    regarding  the  Adjudication of  the 4/17/09 status and/or progress hearing conducted in regard to Case # 08M1 143321 on 4/17/09 filed  and/or served upon the Court in the case this document concerns (“this case”)  on or before 6/26/09  

I,  obviously being over 18 years of age and being the (Plaintiff in this case) ( CCCCMD1 Judge In Courtroom 1501 of the R. Daley Center) under penalties provided by law pursuant to the provisions of  28 US C 1746, and 735 ILCS 5/109, certify that I possess percipient knowledge of  the developments, events, transactions and communications which transpired in the case this statement concerns  from 9:30 a.m. on 4/17/09  until 12:00 p.m. and that if called to testify under oath or affirmation in regard thereto, that I could testify truthfully in such regard (it is herein claimed that the Judge  is only testifying to the activity she conducted or observed and that RJM is doing likewise):
1. On  4/17/09 when RJM approached the bench in Room 1501 of the R. Daley Center  (“1501”) on a status or progress call in regard to case #  08M1 143321 – Judge Gomalinski  (sp?) was seated on the bench and he  informed RJM that case had been dismissed.

2. RJM explained  in response to such assertion that RJM  had been in courtroom 1501 from 9:30 a.m.  until noon on 1/30/09 – RJM showed up at 9:30, made it known to Deputy Boyke CCSD that RJM had to go and check in at another courtroom at that time and would return  to 1501.

3. When RJM returned 10 minutes later, Boyke   informed RJM that RJM could not get back in line, and would have to return at 10:30 a.m. call. 

4. RJM returned at 10:30 a.m. and the case was  not called until about 11:30 a.m. 

5. Judge O’Gara was present  in the side  or annex courtroom of 1501  and explained to RJM that he would not do anything in regard to the case (RJM had filed an MSOJ for cause in the case which was still pending at the time 1/30). 

6.  RJM was forced to wait until 12:00 noon at which time Judge Johnson issued an order setting the next status date for 4/17/09.

7. On 4/17/09, after a recess, Judge Johnson appeared on bench and RJM presented to her a copy of the motion which RJM filed on 4/15/09 and in regard to which a copy thereof was provided to Judge Wright. 

8. JMJ inquired regarding the audience date therefore. 

9. RJM answered some date in the future. 

10. JMJ  informed RJM that:  “the ------order to stand”

11. RJM replied,   “which order is to stand – you signed an order setting this case for status on 4/17/09.”

12. JMJ responded,    “the  order dimissing the case.” 

13. RJM responded, How could  the case be dismissed? You signed an order entering today as progress or status date? 

14. JMJ  responded, “evidently it was on 2 calls, - 10:30 – was dismissed.” 

15. RJM  responded, “how can that be? When I appeared before O’Gara he said that he would not do anything in the case but transferred it to JMJ.
16. Wherein JMJ proceeded onto the next matter to which she was concerned to attend.

17. Since RJM could not get a motion to recall  the case then and there presented, due to RJM’s having to attend a proceeding in another court, and since RJM had to expect that, based upon past experience he would be kept in 1501 all day if he could ever get any motion to recall addressed at all on 4/17/09, RJM returned on 4/20/09 on the emergency call and presented his “motion to recall” to Judge Dunford who informed RJM that it was not an emergency matter and who therefore denied the motion on that basis.
