On-line Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) Search

     MSDS documents may be found on the web for nearly every material that you may come into contact with.  We have a hard copy MSDS for each potentially hazardous material in the science department.  But this is cumbersome to use and not always as comprehensive as what may be found on the internet.  So, you will spend a little time today finding an MSDS for the materials that we will be using in the next two labs.

On-line Search:
1. You may use any search engine you prefer.  Type in the key word “MSDS”. This will give you a listing from several companies and institutions that have this data available on the web.  Where you go from here is up to you.  Use any resource that you find the most useful to access MSDS information.

2. Locate an MSDS for each of the following materials.  

a) Potassium chlorate

b) Copper(I) chloride [may also be listed under the name “cuprous chloride”]

c) Copper (II) chloride  [may also be listed under the name “cupric chloride”]

3. There is a lot of information in each MSDS, but we are going to be particularly interested in the following 4 MSDS headings;  For each of the three substances, locate and copy the information from each of the 4  headings listed below. Paste this information onto a separate Word document.

a)  Fire and Explosion data

b)  Health and Hazard data

c)  Spill or leak procedures

d) Special protection/precautions

(The differing formats for MSDS documents may not have this specific wording, but all will contain equivalent information.)

4. Do not simply print out the entire MSDS data sheet for each of the materials, but open up a word document and then cut and paste the necessary information to it.  Then print only this word document.
