RULES

1. If a rider is asked to leave the timed section they must do so immediately BUT may proceed around the remainder of the course.

2. The decision of the Judges and Organiser is final.

3. NO OUTSIDE ASSISTANCE WILL BE ALLOWED WHILST ON THE COURSE.

4. No fences in the park may be used for practising other than those officially flagged.

5. All competitors MUST wear a body protector.  

6. All competitors MUST wear medical armbands All other competitors are advised to wear them. A Limited Number will be available to purchase on the day priced £3.75.
7. All competitors MUST wear one of the following approved hats:  PAS 015:1998, EN 1384:1996, S EN 1384:1997 with BSI Kitemark, Snell E2001 with the official Snell label and number, AS/NZS 3838 1998 or AS/NZS 3838 2003.  ALL HATS MUST BE OFFICIALLY TAGGED AND TAG CHECKED BY THE SECRETARY.

8. Long hair must be tied up so that fence judges can clearly see numbers on bibs.

9. Age on day of competition.

10. No dogs WHATSOEVER allowed in the Park.

11. No refund after closing date except in the event of cancellation by organisers, when any refund will be at the discretion of the organisers.

12. Competitors are responsible for presenting themselves to starter before class closes.

    13. LEGAL LIABILITY.  Save for death or personal injury caused by the negligence of the  organisers, or anyone for whom they are in law responsible, neither the organisers of this event nor the Pony Club, nor any agent, employee or representative of these bodies, accepts any liability for any accident, loss, injury or negligence, breach of contract or in any other way whatsoever.

14. HEALTH & SAFETY. The organisers of this event have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present.  For these measures to be effective, everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions of the organisers and all the officials and stewards.
