Use of Internet (1)

Search Engine – a software program to find Web Sites, Web Pages, or Internet files.

Search Engines actually do not search the entire Internet, because it will take a very long time to search.

Search Engines indeed provide an index / database of Internet sites and Web pages that constantly is updated by the Search Engine company (e.g. Yahoo, Excite, etc.)

The Search Engine companies are responsible for maintaining organized directories of Web sites. They provide a program called search engine to help us to locate Web sites.

Examples of Search Engine:

Yahoo, AltaVista, Excite, HotBot, Infoseek, Lycos, 番薯藤 (www.yam.com), Webbrain, etc.

Techniques in Searching Web sites:

1. Enter specific topic first.

2. Use “ ” (for exact words)

3. Use + (include) & - (exclude)

4. Use t: (Title) and u: (URL)
