Use of Internet (2)

E-mail – Transmission or exchange of messages and files via a computer network or communications network.

In an e-mail, various types of files can be attached (e.g. audio, video). They are called attachment.

When you send an e-mail, you can add additional information to the message. This is called a signature.

E-mail address – combination of a user name and a domain name, used to identify a user so he can receive internet e-mail.

Example: SallyJohnson @ scsite.com


E-mail program – program used to compose, send, receive, forward, store, print and delete e-mail. (e.g. Outlook, Eudora)

Most e-mail programs allow you to create an address book, which contains a list of names and e-mail addresses.

When you receive an e-mail, the message is placed in your mailbox, and a mailbox is a storage location usually residing on a computer that connects you to the LAN / Internet.

The server that contains the users’ mailboxes is called mail server.

There are 2 kinds of emails: ISP mail & web mail (e.g. hotmail, etc.)

ISP mail can be checked using Outlook, Eudora, Netscape Messenger, etc.

Web mail can be checked using IE or Netscape

Advantage of Web mail over ISP mail:

1. No need to dial in the mail server with modem. You may check mail anywhere as long as you can access the internet with a browser.

2. No need to set up for the mail program. (e.g. we need not know mail server’s ip address)

Disadvantage
1. The speed of mail checking is lower than ISP mail.
