    We are the student of F.3B in Saint Louis School. We are glad to see you have published the 2005-06 Policy Address on October 2005. And we have some opinion about the policy address.

    We know that the development of industry does not necessarily depend on the amount of raw materials and fuel an economy has. Like Japan, it is a small country with limited resource supply. It can develop its industry successfully so that its economy is healthier than Hong Kong.

    So that we can refer what had Japan done. In 20th Century, Japan's government policy included: planning for industrial development and trade promotion; protecting against foreign products; providing financial aid and research support and building science cities for high technology industries, the technology improvements have reduced the production cost and increased the efficiency of heavy industry.

    Although you want to have the secondary industries can be developed in HKSAR again, we think that this is impossible because there is not enough support by HKSAR. For example, there are many rules limited on monetary aid. In addition, industrialists are needed this kind of aid to develop and continue expand the scale of production and lower the cost.

    The second reason is the percentage of educated people in Hong Kong is lower than that in Japan. Especially the number of people who are studying in universities is rather lower than that in Japan.

    The third reason is the transport network of Hong Kong is still not good enough. So that the number of choices of working places that people can choose will become lower than Japan. And the goods are difficult to transport to other places.
