       The Leadership of Ralph and Jack
Ralph is a likeable sensible boy of twelve who used a couch to make noise and calls all the boys who had crashed down on the island. He develops a plan for the rescue of the children. Another special boy is Jack, a cruel power-hungry redheaded youth, who can bring meat for others, but he doesn’t know what situation they are in and the most important thing they must  do, his behavior is like a savage. I thought he is a devil at the end of the novel.
‘Now we come to the most important thing. I’ve been thing. I was thing. I was things while we were climbing the mountain.’ He flashed a conspiratorial grin at the other two. ‘And on the other beach just now. This is what I thought. We want to have fun．And we want to be rescued.’
‘We want to be rescued; and of course we shall be rescued.’
‘My father’s in the Navy. He said there aren’t any unknown islands left. He says the Queen has a big room full of maps and all the islands in the world are world are drawn there. So the Queen’s got a picture of this island.’
‘There’s another thing. We can help them to find us. If a ship comes near the island they may not notice us. So we must make smoke on top of the mountain. We must make a fire.’
‘A fire! Mark a fire!

What’s this means is that Ralph is a great boy with a sober brain and abundant knowledge of rescue. He knows make a fire is the most important things they must to do and is the most effective method that can get them rescued. Ralph didn’t care who will be the leader. But Jack had no idea about how to leave the island. He also shows signed of belligerence when he argues with Ralph about the sign fire, and claims “The couch doesn’t count on the mountain.” Here we can see Jack’s ambition!
On the other hand, Ralph thought they should cut hair and make a shadow. (from page 120 of chapter 7)

‘Ralph looked them over. They were dirty, not with the spectacular dirt of boys who had fallen into mud or been brought down hard on a rainy day. Not one of them was an obvious subject for a shower, and yet-hair, much too long, tangled here and there, knotted round a head leaf or a twig; faces cleaned fairly well by the process of eating and sweating but marked in the less accessible angles with sweat, put on, not for decorum or comfort but out of custom; the skin of the body, scurfy with brine.’
The meaning of this example is that Ralph hasn’t forgotten how to keep clean and found a place for safely though they are in danger. Because he was sure that they will be rescued soon. Ralph hasn’t lost the heart of being rescued. The confidence that he has is a most important characteristic of being a true leader. What has Jack done at that time? Jack mask of face paint represents a cover that he can hide behind, which liberates and frees him, allowing him to do anything when wearing it, without worrying about important matters. Jack still does not understand Ralph’s concern with the fire, and doesn’t seem to care much for getting rescued. The primal dance performed by the hunters highlight their transition into savagery.

Let’s look at Jack’s behavior. (from page 165 of chapter 9)

‘Given me a drink.’
‘Henry brought him a shell and he drank, watching Piggy and 

Ralph over the jagged rim. Power lay in the brown swell of his forearms; authority sat on his shoulder and chattered in his ear like an ape.’
‘All sit down.’
‘Who is going to join my tribe?’
‘I gave you food,’ said Jack, ‘and my hunters will protect you from the beast. Who will join my tribe?’
‘You ran yourself!’ shouted Jack. ‘Look at that bone in your hands!’
 After looking at this dialogue, do you think Jack could be a leader? No, of course not. He looks at these children as his maids and slaves. Jack has decided to settle on the island. He is like a tyrant and has a boy tied up and beaten, for no reason except to show what happens if anyone gets in his way. He want to everyone to pledge their loyalty. This time his savagery is obvious now, and his face is always painted. He doesn’t care if they can’t leave the island.
Compared with Jack, Ralph didn’t care who will be the leader, his only faith is trying his best to rescue these children, and never giving up though he suffers persecutions. I admire Ralph, he is the best leader!
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
