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2. How does Lady Macbeth differ indisposition from her husband?

“That no compunctious visitings of nature” She also wants her husband to kill the king as soon as possible.

“Hie thee hither” That my keen knife, Lady Macbeth sees that the look of her husband taking a knife is scared. “Your face, my thane” She makes a plan to kill the king and she is very careful.
“Must be provided for: and you shall put this night's great business into my dispatch.” This speech means she is more practical than Macbeth because she had a plan already and she asks her husband let her control and prepared for it. He just don’t change nothing that show fear.
