This dish not salty enough, no flavor.” R: “you know, all it needs is a little soy sauce.”] At the end of the evening, Rich is sure that he has passed the test but Waverly knows that he failed miserably. So Waverly does not mention their marriage plans. But next day, Waverly is surprised that her mother has accepted the marriage for Rich and me when she visits again.
