To download the Top Draw file, Click on the file name below and then Save it to Desktop. 
· The installation advice is a Microsoft Word file that will advise with installation, setup and starting up instructions.

· The full Reference Manual is part of the Top Draw program that will be installed. 

Extract the topdraw.zip file to a floppy disk in drive A.


This can be done by going to your Desktop. 

Place the cursor on the topdraw.zip file, right button click on the mouse and follow the Winzip Wizard. 


At Selected folder, click on "Select different folder" and select a:\. 

Click "Unzip Now"


The Top Draw program files will be unzipped to the floppy disk.


You have created an installation disk. 

   

NB: Do NOT unzip/extract any other files. 

With this disk still in drive A, go to Start>Run>


Type in A:install and click on OK


Top Draw will install and take you straight to the Main Menu. 

The program, especially printing, will perform better if you reboot to DOS mode.


The manual provides advice for changing directories from the DOS prompt. 

WELCOME TO TOP DRAW
Top Draw Tournament Management will speed and simplify the management of your sporting events.

It allows you to create and maintain a permanent database of players entering your tournaments.

From this database you will be able to produce event draws, match advice, score sheets, player and event lists, reports and customised mailing lists.

Draw formats and seeding procedures accord with Tennis Australia and/or the International Tennis Federation. Where Handbook information is not specific, the relevant governing body has provided written clarification. An exception is the TOP draw format that has been devised by Top Draw Tournament Management to allow both winning and losing players to play a similar number of matches. 

Player Details screens incorporate Tennis Australia National Tennis Player Ratings and Computer Code numbers.

The accurate format of draws is the essence of the Top Draw program. 

A facility to edit the positions of unseeded players is included as an option, 

but only within the constraints of the various draw formats.

The program includes many safeguards to prevent the incorrect entry of players into events. It checks on age and sex as entries are made, including partners.

Top Draw does not provide automatic time scheduling. Nothing can compare with the scheduling flexibility provided by local knowledge and experience. Once a time draw has been created, the information is readily entered for all or part of the tournament. The information appears on all draws, including Round Robins, and allows for detailed score sheets and player advice.

Top Draw makes the tournament manager’s life a lot easier.

The program is professionally written and is exceptionally fast. Screens are pleasant to the eye and easy to read. Data is saved to harddisk as you exit each screen. All capacities are accessed directly from the Main Menu. Error messages advise you if you have taken a wrong step. The manual is concise and depicts each screen as you move through the various steps.

To familiarise yourself with Top Draw, set up small trial tournaments with small events. The manual provides special advice for this purpose. Add a time draw. Record results. Draw, undraw and redraw events. Print to printer or file and examine your work as you go. All data can be deleted or restored easily (remember to keep backup disks for this purpose).

Play with the program; it won’t take long before you are comfortable with it.

Top Draw is a DOS program.

The program can be accessed from the Windows MS-DOS prompt. 

Double click on the DOS icon and, at  C:\WINDOWS>, type   cd\td   and press Enter.

The prompt will now be C:\td>

Type    start   and press Enter. 

The Top Draw Main Menu will appear.

All cursor movements are with keys. A mouse will not activate the program.

To Exit Top Draw use the (((( Keys  to move the cursor bar to Quit  

and press  Enter.  To return to Top Draw type  START.  If you wish to repeat installation but have added data you wish to retain, place the disk in drive A and at C:\TD> type SAVE,  before reinstalling.
