How to turn impossible to possible
Ezekiel 37:1-14

The Valley of Dry Bones 
1 The hand of the LORD was upon me, and he brought me out by the Spirit of the LORD and set me in the middle of a valley; it was full of bones. 2 He led me back and forth among them, and I saw a great many bones on the floor of the valley, bones that were very dry. 3 He asked me, "Son of man, can these bones live?" 
I said, "O Sovereign LORD , you alone know." 
4 Then he said to me, "Prophesy to these bones and say to them, 'Dry bones, hear the word of the LORD ! 5 This is what the Sovereign LORD says to these bones: I will make breath [1] enter you, and you will come to life. 6 I will attach tendons to you and make flesh come upon you and cover you with skin; I will put breath in you, and you will come to life. Then you will know that I am the LORD .' " 
7 So I prophesied as I was commanded. And as I was prophesying, there was a noise, a rattling sound, and the bones came together, bone to bone. 8 I looked, and tendons and flesh appeared on them and skin covered them, but there was no breath in them. 
9 Then he said to me, "Prophesy to the breath; prophesy, son of man, and say to it, 'This is what the Sovereign LORD says: Come from the four winds, O breath, and breathe into these slain, that they may live.' " 10 So I prophesied as he commanded me, and breath entered them; they came to life and stood up on their feet-a vast army. 
11 Then he said to me: "Son of man, these bones are the whole house of Israel. They say, 'Our bones are dried up and our hope is gone; we are cut off.' 12 Therefore prophesy and say to them: 'This is what the Sovereign LORD says: O my people, I am going to open your graves and bring you up from them; I will bring you back to the land of Israel. 13 Then you, my people, will know that I am the LORD , when I open your graves and bring you up from them. 14 I will put my Spirit in you and you will live, and I will settle you in your own land. Then you will know that I the LORD have spoken, and I have done it, declares the LORD .' "

Bones represent hopeless; dead.

Vast army represent alive and energy.

It is possible to put life into something dead (spiritual life)

God can turn what may seem impossible for us to something that we can do.
1. Trust Him for what we cannot do ( v1-v3)

Ezekiel was brought out into a valley full of bones and God posted to him a question’ “Son of man, can these bones live?”

Bones represented hopelessness and death.

God is asking you today as He sends you out into “a valley of hopelessness”, “can you live a life to the fullest?”
God is serious and faithful to every statement that He makes, such as “ask and you’ll be given”.

Matthew 7:7

7"Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to you.

Ezekiel knew that all things all possible with God, he knew that in God there is hope, thus he answered,” Sovereign LORD, you alone know." Ezekiel knew that if God wanted to bring life to the bones, He can. Are you faith-filled in your response to seemingly hopeless situations? Do you respond positively, having the assurance that God is in control?
Do not trust in what the physical and mental strength alone to serve us, we will be weak and helpless at times. But trust God for His supernatural providence. It is during times of human weakness that we can experience supernatural help. 
Turn to God and allow Him to revive the situations, don’t struggle on your own, turning what is impossible and hopeless to you into your success (e.g. studies)
2. Give our best to what we cannot do ( v4-v10)

When Ezekiel he took a step back and allowed God to work in the impossible situation, God told him exactly what to do.
God wants us to play a part to extend His Kingdom, He does not just want to do everything by Himself even if He can because we are His children and He wants us to have a share in His creation. Even though God could have raised the bones to life by just speaking the word, instead He told Ezekiel to prophesy the word. 

God wants us to do what we can then He will do what we cannot. Ezekiel has no power to bring bones to life, but he can speak using his mouth. When Ezekiel did what he can, God did the rest (raise the bones).

Answered prayers are not for those who hands are lazy.

Mark 5:25-28

25A large crowd followed and pressed around him. And a woman was there who had been subject to bleeding for twelve years. 26She had suffered a great deal under the care of many doctors and had spent all she had, yet instead of getting better she grew worse. 27When she heard about Jesus, she came up behind him in the crowd and touched his cloak, 28because she thought, "If I just touch his clothes, I will be healed."

Woman of faith. She had faith and she put it into action. “faith if not accompanied by action is dead” It was not the cloak that Jesus wore that had power, it was the faith within her that had power. She was healed by her faith and you can be victorious by your faith.
Matthew 21:28-3

28"What do you think? There was a man who had two sons. He went to the first and said, 'Son, go and work today in the vineyard.' 
29" 'I will not,' he answered, but later he changed his mind and went. 
30"Then the father went to the other son and said the same thing. He answered, 'I will, sir,' but he did not go. 
31"Which of the two did what his father wanted?" 
"The first," they answered.

Our spiritual life depends a lot of our decision making. Decide to do what is right. We may not be able to choose our circumstances, but we can choose to do the right things. We can do what we are able and God will take care of your inabilities.
Our thoughts determine our destiny. Our destiny determines our legacy.

3. Testify of what He has done ( v11-v14)

How can you keep quiet when you have experienced God’s blessings and provision? When you testify of God’s miracles in your life, you will have confidence to face the future with faith. Sharing our blessings helps us to remember them better and it brings more joy when we realize that God’s hands are upon us.
Luke 17:12-18

12As he was going into a village, ten men who had leprosy met him. They stood at a distance 13and called out in a loud voice, "Jesus, Master, have pity on us!" 
14When he saw them, he said, "Go, show yourselves to the priests." And as they went, they were cleansed. 
15One of them, when he saw he was healed, came back, praising God in a loud voice. 16He threw himself at Jesus' feet and thanked him--and he was a Samaritan. 
17Jesus asked, "Were not all ten cleansed? Where are the other nine? 18Was no one found to return and give praise to God except this foreigner?"
God blessed everyone, but why does God seem to be more real in some and not so real in others? We need to take time to count our blessings.
