· Notes: 

· B and V have the same pronunciation in much of the Spanish world.

· C (before e, i), s and z have the same sound in much of the Spanish world.

· C and G have soft sounds before e, i and hard sounds before a, e and o.

· K does not naturally occur in Spanish; it is found in borrowed words.

· LL and Y pronunciations vary by country.  The standard US Spanish does not distinguish between them and pronounces similiar to the Y in English.

· La Real Academia Española, the Spanish accademy that decides what is accepted in Spanish, no longer consideres RR to be a letter.  

· R at the beginning of a word as in Rosa or when it is written as as RR within a word like Terrible is a multiple trilled R.  

· For English speakers that have difficulty trilling their R, it is importante to extend the R sound.  

· There are significant differences between words that are spelled with R and RR: 

· R = pero (but)

· RR = perro (dog)
