However, many features in Microsoft Front Page are only useful if you are working with a website. For example, a link bar, which lets a site visitor navigate to other pages in a web, is the meaningless in the context of single page.

That is for testing purposes, at least at first, we can just use the browser, which understand HTML, on the terminal that is not connected to the Internet.
