MEXICO CITY (AP) – The American actor, Viggo Mortensen, who is visiting Mexico City to promote his most recent movie, “Hidalgo”, showed dismayed by the health of football’s star Diego Armando Maradona and he criticized the politics of the president of the United States, George W. Bush, on the marriage between persons of the same sex.
Mortensen, who stood out as Aragon in the trilogy of "The Lord of the Rings ", said on Tuesday, in press conference, that is pleased by his recent movie in which he personifies Frank Hopkins, a legendary cowboy who is invited to compete to a horse racing in a desert of Arabia. 
His horse, Hidalgo, is the axis of the history, in a movie which cast includes Omar Sharif and the English actresses Zuleikha Robinson and Louise Lombard.
Mortensen, whom spent his childhood in Argentina, said that it is identified very much with the Latin culture, but mentioned that in the life, the most important thing “is how you are and how you live, and not where you are and where you live”. 
Fanatic of the football and declared follower of the Argentine club the St Lawrence of Almagro, the actor showed to be dismayed by the state of health of Maradona. 

" It is very sad, I wish him a lot of luck and him to get better ", said the actor.
" But it is necessary to tell the truth, the man has not looked after, has wasted what God gave him since been born and it makes me sad ", he added. 

" It is a lesson for the youth. There are things that God gives you, give you the life and it is necessary to take care of it. It is necessary to take care first the physicist that we have and he did not do it ", he advised. 
Mortensen said that he will film in January, as stellar and together with the Mexican actor Gel García, the movie " The captain Alatriste ", based on the novel of the Spanish writer Arturo Pérez-Reverte. 

Likewise, he criticized the opposition in the United States to the marriage between persons of the same sex and to the politics of the president Bush in the matter.
" Bush, or those who are entrusted to do publicity for him and to give him topics to speak - as many things do not happen to him to say alone-, they thought about it as an interesting distraction and this way to corner the votes of religious conservatives of there ", said Mortensen. 

" There are enormous problems as the loss of three million employments, from when he won ... when the president's position was stolen ", he added. Mortensen pointed out that he does not recognize the investiture of Bush. 

" To arrange the problems that there has my country, which this man has done, many generations are going to happen ", observed the actor.
