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Introduction

Nowadays, it seems that teaching is still problematic, as indicated by the poor level of English among Indonesian students. That problem, often is caused by the teachers themselves. They do not try to find a good, interesting, and motivating way to teach effectively. They tend to choose the easiest way without considering the negative effect, such as the students may get bored, and they will forget what they have learned easily. Therefore, the teachers must be more creative in teaching English. 

Since our education world is influenced with the advance of technology that changes from time to time, th school teachers begins to make use of  computer laboratory, supported with internet connection, as one of their facilities to support teaching-learning process. Through this paper, our group is going to present a design a classroom meeting using CALL approaches, particularly using website that have been appropriately evaluated based on the criteria of CALL task appropriateness. The length of the corse will be around 45 minutes. The objectives are:
1. Given a story in the web, the students will be able to understand the story.
2. Given a story in the web, the students will be able to identify the difficult words.
3. Given a story in the web, the students will be able to pronounce the words accordingly.
4. Given a story in the web, the students will be able to draw conclusion (what the message is).
Course Information
We use story titled “Zero The Hero”. The intended skills covered in this course are reading, listening, and speaking. The function is understanding the story. The sub-skills are read aloud and listening. As we mentioned before, the intented learners are 3rd graders of elementary school. We use 45 minutes for the course and it is divided into seven sessions, they are greeting, introduction to the course and the topic, listening and reading activity, pronunciation, discussing the difficult, and doing the exercises. The detailed information can be seen on the activities planned.
Technology Requirements

Since we supposed to make a design of class activity based on CALL approach, so we use some technology requirements. Of course, we need computer that has internet access and browser. Also, we need special software like Macromedia Flash Player, because the materials that we use involve video and audio features (using headset).
