Section B-CORAL REEFS OF INDONESIA
Weaving the web,Hyperliks,Images and formatting     -Duration:   weeks

Introduction:

In this section we will learn the basics  of web page creation using Hyper Text Markup Language(HTML).As part of the activity  for this section, you will design a website using basic HTML tags .The theme of the website will be “Coral reefs of Indonesia”. Again this will be a group work. The instructions are as follows.

INSTRUCTIONS

1,This will be an individual  project involving all the four stages of design cycle. You  will have to work  to achieve the successful completion of the project within the given timeframe(2 weeks in this case)

2,You will present the website in front of the class(web pages will be displayed on the computer screen). . 

3,All the students should maintain the process journal clearly mentioning  all the four stages of

design cycle, namely –investigate, plan ,create a product/solution and evaluation. Include personal comments, observations ,illustrations etc wherever necessary.

4,You will be marked depending upon the rubrics provided below. Evaluation will be based upon the process journal and the presentation in the class.

5,The time limit for this project will be 2 weeks  

FOLLOW THESE STEPS
INVESTIGATE

1. Identify appropriate categories of  information about the coral reefs of  Indonesia

2. Write down the possible subtopics that might be included in your website……

3. Find appropriate factual information.

4. List at  least four reasons for the destruction of coral reefs

5. Think about the ways with which we can  minimize the destruction to coral reefs .

6. Findout suitable pictures that can be used in your website…….

7. Sketch some ideas for the different layout of your website(draw them )

8. Scan or take pictures as requird.

9. Prepare a one minute presentation which will outline the remedial measures for minimizing the destruction of coral reefs of Indonesia.

10. Create WebPages

11. Create links to appropriate websites which deals with coral reefs and especially with marine eco-system.

12. Indicate on the bottom of your first page your name, your class and the date created.

· Does the information accurately depict importance of coral reefs and the conservation efforts to preserve them?

· -The website has an exceptionally attractive and usable layout. It is easy to locate all important elements. White space, graphic element s and/or alignment are used effectively to organize material.
