The following upgrades are required

4 10/100 PCI network cards –24$

1 4 port hub -11$

4 10ft cables -10$

1 56k PCI modem –10$

The network should use NetBEUI because it is faster on small networks. The computers should be upgraded to include 10/100 BaseT network cards. The Pentium II 533 will be used as data storage, because it has massive 16GB hard drive. The P1 233 will serve as a gateway to the Internet. All four computers will be workstations.

Observe the actual server at 8:00 AM and 3:00 PM to see if something like a network backup is scheduled for those times. If they need to increase the overall speed of each stores connection and lower the response time, they need to go with a local broadband ISP. If that is not possible, they could look at the server’s event viewer (assuming the server runs WinNT, 2000, or XP). This would show EVERYTHING the server is doing at every moment in time. Reviewing the event viewer could show activities they were not aware of. Doing this could pinpoint a certain process that was not apparent before.

Apply for a job with a large company to get more hands on experience with large enterprise-wide networks. Don’t try to be the network administrator right away, because you don’t have that kind of experience. Try to work up the ladder so you will have plenty of experience instead of jumping right into network administrating.
