WDYB 2006 INFORMATION
1. The Rising Star District Webelos-Do-Your-Best (WDYB) event to be held at Bovay Scout Ranch, April 7-9, 2006 is for fourth grade Webelos ONLY. The program activities will be under adult leadership with assistance from Boy Scouts. The program will give the boys a sneak preview of what to expect in Boy Scouts, but stays focused on their Cub Scout activities. Webelos dens will earn activity pins, belt loops and learn teamwork. There will be an opening ceremony at the Saturday morning flag raising, closing campfire on Saturday night and Worship Service on Sunday morning. A boy can earn the pins and belt loops by attending just during the day, but will get the full program by camping out. Fees will be the same for commuting Scouts as camping Scouts as all receive the same materials. An Adult program will keep all adults busy and entertained. A separate Webelos-To-Scouts-Exposition will be held for fifth grade Webelos in the Fall to introduce Webelos and parents to Boy Scout Troops to join after Cub Scouts.


2. Scouts will participate in 4 activity pins of their choice, 2 belt loops, den flag competition, den cheer competition, and campsite inspection.  There will be a campfire program Saturday night and a non-denominational worship service on Sunday morning.


3. Dens will participate in Campsite Inspection, Den Flag and Den Yell events.

4. This is a child & parent/guardian event. A parent/guardian MUST accompany each Webelos Scout. The Webelos Den Leader may not sponsor more than one child. Non-WDL adults may sponsor two children. NOTE: a boy cannot be in a tent with an adult who’s not his parent/legal guardian.
5. NO SIBLINGS are allowed, except older boy Scouts working as staff at camp. This is includes all the events of the weekend, even the Closing Campfire. 

6. ALL Scouts and leaders must be currently registered with BSA. 

7. REGISTRATION deadline is March 16th and will be strictly adhered to. NO LATE REGISTRATIONS WILL BE ACCEPTED. A registration form is included in this packet. Fees and a den roster must be sent with registration.  Copies of a Class 1 Health Form (permission to treat) must be included for each person attending, both youth and adult.  

8. SPECIAL NEEDS - Be sure to notify us at the time of registration of any special needs. Please note that there is no electricity available in the Camporee Area.

9. CAMPSITE ASSIGNMENTS will be given upon check-in. All dens from one Pack may be assigned adjoining campsites. Water spigots are available at various intervals throughout the campsites, electricity is not available. 

10. T -SHIRTS will be available on a pre-ordered basis only (see Attendees T-Shirt registration and Staff registration forms). Deadline is March 16.

11. GETTING TO CAMP. In order to avoid traffic congestion and lines, we strongly recommend car- pooling. The fewer vehicles we have to get into camp, the quicker we can get you in -and out. 

12. TRAFFIC IN CAMP – Speed limit is less than 5 miles per hour and is mandatory for the safety of our children. There will be NO vehicles allowed in camp without permission of the Campmaster. Check-In and Check-Out times will be stated and vehicles will be allowed in at that time and policed by the Campmaster and his staff. ALL vehicles will be parked in the parking lot with the exception of our First Aid vehicle.

13. CHECK-IN. Camp opens at 5:00 PM on Friday, April 7 -- no one may check in before this time. Once you have received your campsite assignment, you may go directly to your campsite on arrival. Saturday morning arrivals should check-in before and be ready for flag ceremony at 8:00 am.

14. CHECKOUT. Webelos-Do-Your-Best ends AFTER Sunday morning worship service. All campsites must be inspected and released to check out. Those wishing to leave Saturday night must make arrangement to have campsite inspected BEFORE dark. All camp activities will cease on Sunday from 8:00 to 8:30 AM for the worship service. Everyone is encouraged to attend the service - a Scout is Reverent. Patches will be distributed at checkout. All campsites must be vacated by 11:00 AM. 

15. UNIFORMS. Field Uniform (previously known as Class A) should be worn for travel to and from WDYB, for the Saturday evening ceremony and the Sunday morning service (but please leave shoulder colors and neckerchiefs at home - they are too easily lost!) Camp t-shirt, Pack t-shirt, or other Scout-related t-shirt is suggested for all other times. 

16. COOKING EQUIPMENT. BURN BAN – If the current ban is in effect then only cooking with propane will be allowed. We will keep you up to date on the ban status. Each den must furnish their own food to be cooked at their campsite, as well as firewood and/or charcoal.  Please note the information in #17 below – all cooking must be done off the ground and ashes disposed of properly.  DO NOT CUT TREES. Gasoline or other liquid fuel is prohibited. Propane and/or butane stoves and lanterns may be used with adult supervision. 

17. PACK/ DEN CAMPFIRES. There are no fire rings at Bovay.  Small campfires, though, are permitted IF wind and weather conditions permit.  Fires must be off the ground and ashes must be disposed in the barrels marked for such. 

18. PARKING. Please park in assigned area only. Vehicles will not be permitted in campsites areas.  This rule will be enforced and is vitally important to maintain safety for our boys. 

19. VEHICLES. Campers, motor homes, and tent trailers are not allowed in the camping area.  No Scout may ride in the back of a pick-up or trailer at any time. 

20. SUGGESTED DEN EQUIPMENT. Tents or shelters for all, table (to eat and cook on), first aid kit, chairs/campstools, water containers, plenty of food for balanced meals, cooking equipment & fuel, shovel, coolers (plus something such as bricks or logs to raise the coolers off the ground), lantern, trash bags. Each Pack should bring and display a U.S. flag and a pack flag. 

21. SUGGESTED PERSONAL GEAR. Ground cloth, sleeping bag and/or blankets, toileries, jacket/rain gear, flashlight, canteen, mess kit, sunscreen, insect spray. (Ref: Outdoorsman Activity Badge.)
22. PORT-A-POTTIES will be available. Some are "Ladies Only". Please instruct your Scouts to observe the signs.  There are no shower facilities at camp.

23. TRASH. All trash must be taken to the dumpsters located by the water well on the exit road.  Keep trash off the ground to avoid attracting critters to your campsite.

24. CONDUCT. Scout Spirit at all times. Leaders are responsible for the conduct and safety of their WEBELOS at all times. It is the Leader's responsibility to control the actions of the den and organize the day's activities for the boys. Adults are responsible for their own conduct and safety. Guns, sheath knives and other non-Scout gear are prohibited. Scouts must be within the assigned campsite and quiet after lights out. Scouts must use the buddy system at all times. 

25. ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES. Not permitted at any Scouting functions. 

26. SMOKING. Not allowed around the boys, in the port-a-potties or in the staff area. If you wish to smoke, please go away from all activity areas and out of sight of Scouts.  Do not litter.

27. PETS. No pets are allowed at camp. 

28. No electronic devices, pen laser pointers, bicycles, roller skates, rollerblades/inline skates or skateboards, please.
