Hi, Here is a great thing to make with the kids while studying dinosaurs. I do this every year and this year my fellow staff members wanted to know what day I was making it, so I will make a double batch.

Dino's Dino Food 1/4 Cup dirt (cocoa) 1/2 Cup swamp water (milk) 2 Cups crushed bones (sugar) 1/2 Cup fat (butter) 2 Cups grass (oatmeal) 1/2 Cup squashed bugs (peanut butter) 

Mix dirt and swamp water. Add crushed bones and fat. Heat. Boil for 1 minute. Add remaining ingredients and mix well. Drop from spoon. Cool. I use an electric skillet to do this and I drop the dino food on wax paper. 

Our summer school program last year used the theme of dinosaurs. One of the edible ideas that we used with 1st grade was to put a cup of chocolate pudding in a plastic bowl. Place a sugar cone upside down in the middle of the pudding. Dribble white icing that has been colored with red, yellow, or orange food coloring over the pointed end of the cone. Bury gummy dinosaurs in the chocolate pudding. We talked about volcanoes and how they often bury plant and/or animal life when they erupt. You have it - the sugar cone is an erupting volcano. These were a big hit with the kids and easy to do. Linda in sunny Fla. 

I use chocolate chip cookies with a plastic spoon. The children "dig for bones". I tell them they need to separate the "bones" from the "dirt". Before we do the activity, we discuss what a paleontologist is and the job. This activity keeps them busy for at least 30 minutes. Then we write about our experience. They love it! I can't wait for March when I do dinosuars! 

Hi, I also did this activity and the children loved the experience, but I used toothpicks for them to dig out the chips. 

I saw this in another class, have not tried it myself, but it seemed like a big success. You take chocolate chip cookies (this teacher used the mini ones) and have the kids use toothpicks to dig for the chocolate chips. they had to do it without breaking the cooking into pieces. Very hard to do, but it shows the students how archeoligists(sp) dig for dinosaur bones. Denise/K/CA 

One year we made dinosaur dip--pistachio pudding and cookies (homemade using sugar cookie recipe and dinosaur cooking cutters). Our kids did not like the pistachio flavor so next time I will use food coloring instead!! Cheryl in NH 

Give the kids a hot dog and plant stuff to eat. All the while talk about how some dinosaurs with sharp teeth ate meat and those with flat teeth ate plants. Thanks Sheila Smith in AL 

FOSSIL HUNT - Bury some bones or some plastic figures in the sand and let kids dig them up. 

PLAY DOUGH FOSSILS - Make gray play dough. Let the children make "fossils" by pressing the dinosaurs into the play dough and then carefully removing them to see the imprints left behind.

I once made a paper mache dinosaur egg using a balloon. Then we invited another class to come visit for the "birth". I made a baby dinosaur out of paper mache and placed it in the "nursery" with the cracked egg which was in a grassy, tropical environment. It was so cute and so much fun. We learned some facts about our little stegosaurus.The kids thought it was funny when they came in one morning and the egg had hatched.

This is ideas that I got off the list and saved... We made dino eggs out of balloons. The children put a small plastic dino in their balloon and blew it up and tied it. Then they used paper mache to cover the egg. We had to hang them up to dry because they were DRIPPING!!! After they dried we painted the eggs with tempra paint and made a huge nest for the eggs. The child picked the color they wanted for their egg. We made the nest out of a big box that I spray painted brown. Then we took brown bulletin board paper and crumpled it in the box. The children brought in twigs, moss and leaves to add to the nest. We let the eggs stay in the nest about a week and during this time every thirty min. a student would turn them. During incubation the students learned to tell time on the half-hour because every half hour it was someone’s turn. 

We observed fossils I checked our from a neighboring town and then we made ours out of clay. They were given the use of shells, feathers, coins, leaves, etc. When these dried after a few days, the children swapped fossils with a classmate the other child drew what they thought it was and wrote the name using inventive spelling.

 I cut out a HUGE dino foot( Claw) out of brown paper and the children would step into it and trace around both of their feet. We counted how many of our feet it took to fill up the dino foot. We made hand soap using Ivory Snow Flakes and small plastic dinos. Whip the soap with a very small amount of water and insert the dino in the middle and make a ball around the soap.. They can take this home and wait for the dino to hatch and explained what they learned to parents!

I brought bones from anywhere I could get them. I soaked them 48 hours or so in bleach. I bought a small swimming pool and layered the bones for a dino fossil dig. I contacted several farmers and collected several cow shulls, jaws, vert. rib bones, horse head, teeth etc. The children LOVED LOVED LOVED this. I did not tell them they weren’t dinos fossils. They just assumed they were and I didn't tell them otherwise! I stocked the dig while they were at home so they wouldn't know I had anything to do with it. After they found their TREASURE they took it to a table with scales, mag. glasses tape measures, rulers and they measured, weighed, and recorded findings in their dino record book like REAL scientist do. The dig and the table were divided into grids 1,2,3,4 so the children would stay in their areas. 

I filled a plastic jug up with small plastic dinos and they had to estimate how many they thought were in there and write this down and then they had to count the dinos and write the actual dino. The child who guessed the closest got a stuffed dino toy I bought from Walmart. We sang songs, wrote poems, acted out a play, made dino mask, and voted on our favorite. I made my egg out of a beach ball and paper mache . After it dried I painted it brown, gray, and green and cut a zig zag in it a stuck a stuffed toy dino half way out to add to the nest. The children loved it! 

I had about 56 larger plastic dinos labeled around the room on our shelves along with 45-50 book about dinos. We made a dino treat using a dino rec. like 1/2 cup or dirt(OREOS) Etc. Dino links web page: http://members.aol.com/sskufca/dino.htm
