The demographer

The information you need to find is the information that can’t be questioned – it’s just facts.

This is the kind of information you need to contribute to the book if you are in this role.

· The official name of the country

· The capital of the country, or the main city (if you’re dealing with a region)

· The official languages of the country

· What’s the money called?  What is the current exchange rate to US$?

· Who is in charge of the country/area?  What’s the leader’s name?

· Where do the majority of the people live?

· What do the majority of the people do for a living?

· Do the majority of the people go to school?

· What’s the population of the country?

· How big is the country?

· How old is the majority of the population?  What’s the average life expectancy?

You also need to find out some information about the natural environment of your country.  Look for information like this:

· What does the country look like – are there mountains, deserts, lakes, seashore?  If so, how much of it exists?  

· Are there any natural formations/landmarks that stand out in your country?

· What’s the climate like?  Does it rain much?  How warm does it get?

· What kind of natural resources does the country/area possess?  Oil?  Minerals? 

· Are there animals that you can only find in your country?  What kind of animals (including reptiles and insects) can you find in your country?

· Are there plants that you can find only in your country?  What do they look like?  Why can you only find them there?

· Do the people of your country interact with the environment a lot?  Does the country have specific industries that use the resources?  Do the people farm?

This is just the start of the information – as you do your research, see how much else you can find!  

When you write up your part of the book, you can, with some editing and use of bulleted lists, make your part stretch over three or four pages!  You can find maps, as well as graphs and pictures to support what you’ve written, and this will help fill space!

Since your information is usually the easiest to find, you should spend a good deal of your time helping your teammates find good graphics as well as some of their needed information.
