The information you need to find is the information about the natural environment of your country or area.  

The type of information you need to find includes the following:

· What does the country look like – are there mountains, deserts, lakes, seashore?  If so, how much of it exists?  

· Are there any natural formations/landmarks that stand out in your country?

· What’s the climate like?  Does it rain much?  How warm does it get?

· What kind of natural resources does the country/area possess?  Oil?  Minerals? 

· Are there animals that you can only find in your country?  What kind of animals (including reptiles and insects) can you find in your country?

· Are there plants that you can find only in your country?  What do they look like?  Why can you only find them there?

· Do the people of your country interact with the environment a lot?  Does the country have specific industries that use the resources?  Do the people farm?

This is just a start – in your research, look for anything interesting about the place you are looking at.  

Aim to fill about three to four pages of the book with your information.  You can use bulleted lists, if you like – just write out full sentences.  Find pictures of the natural formations you read about, as well as any animal life that lives in this country.
