In one respect, you’ve got the most fun role to play – you get to find out about what’s fun to do in your country.  On the other hand, you’ve got a lot of information to gather.  You should feel free to call on your teammates for help if you need it.

The type of information you are looking for is the following:

· What sports to people play in this country?  Are any of their teams world-famous?

· Are there national foods (like hamburgers and fries in the US) that are specialties of the country?  What’s in the national dish?  For some extra credit, include a recipe in your book.

· What kind of music do people listen to?  What’s the traditional music like?  Are there traditional instruments that they only play in your country?  Do they listen to pop music? Do people sing?

· What do people who live in the cities do for fun?  How about people who live in the country?

· Are there places you’d recommend someone should visit?  Any famous landmarks?

· If a tourist was going to buy a typical souvenir from your country, what would they buy?  What would it look like?  Where would they buy it?

This is just to get you started.  Think about having fun, and what people do to enjoy themselves around the world!

Aim to fill up about three to four pages with your information.  Use photos of instruments, foods, and sports as you need them.  You should have a lot of information to share here!
