The Corani Empire





The empire founded by Corthir in 301, coming to dominate all of western Harn before

collapsing to the Balshan Jihad in 565.  The Corani Empire was the largest human

state in Harnic history.  Seemingly destined to rule all of Harn, its corruption, too

many weak emperors, and a series of floods, plagues, and famines led to its demise.  

Much of the character of present day Tharda had its roots in the empire; most of the

regions fortifications, roads and ports were founded during its existence.  The 15

monarchs who ruled the Corani Empire were:
