Seizure of 36 kilos of shabu worth P72M in possession of Wang.
	Acquitted on March 19, 1997 on the Charges of Drug Trafficking and Illegal Possession of Firearms. The prosecution lost the case  due to the technicality on “illegal arrest”  and police witnesses intentionally committed errors while being cross-examined  and contradicted their own sworn statement
With the pressure from Pres. Ramos to arrest again and convict Wang, a Bribery charge was filed by PARAC in Mandaluyong City and warrant of arrest has been issued which set a P10,000 bail for his temporary release. But Wang was already gone.
After this Barbers was never informed when Ramos himself ordered the raid on another suspected druglord, Alfredo Tiongco.
	With this acquittal, PARAC demanded that Judge Perfecto Laguio, Jr. of the Manila RTC, Asst. Prosecutor Winnie Edad and Michael Pua should be investigated and be removed from office for failing to convict Wang despite strong evidence.

Sen. Barbers in his press statement on March 22, 1997 said that “we believe that there is a grand conspiracy here to acquit Wang since the judge failed to appreciate the preponderance of evidence in this case”
In the case of bribery, Margallo alleged that Wang offered him P880,000 and a new BMW worth P1.5.M to the then DILG Secretary Barbers in exchange for his liberty . With the issuance of new warrant of arrest for a bribery case, Wang according to Barbers had already left the country while the BID and NBI maintained that Wang was still in the country.

Senator Barbers is correct. There was a grand conspiracy in this case. But who conspired with whom? There was bribery. But who took the bribe?

Note:  Then DILG Secretary and now Senator Robert Barbers launched in 1996 a ‘BRING A FRIEND PROGRAM” which aims to entice drug dependents to submit themselves for rehabilitation voluntarily and deprive drug syndicates and pushers of their market.  
� The 14-K gang is based in Hongkong and Taiwan and is composed of police officers and Chinese nationals in both countries. They are operating in Metro Manila in connivance with local enforcement officers and ex-military personnel.
