Book Celebrations

We will be doing book celebrations this year. One book celebration a quarter.   This is a project that will need to be done at home.  The book has to be one that you have never read before.  Students are to begin reading the book during the assigned quarter.  The book report forms will be handed out at the beginning of the assigned quarter.   Keep this packet in a safe place for the rest of the year to use as a guideline for your book celebrations.  I have attached a Book Celebration rubric so you can see how your project will be graded.  
Instructions

1. Choose a book from the specified genre.

2. Show your teacher the book you want to read.

3. Read the book at school during DEAR time, at home, and whenever you have free time.

4. There will be a sign up sheet for you to sign up for a time to do a presentation to celebrate your book.  The schedule will be posted on my website once it is finalized.
5. Complete the book report form for your book celebration, complete a story map and then use it as an outline to write a short summary, and choose a creative project.

6. Present your book celebration to the class, which includes your book report form, short summary and project.

Book Project Ideas

· Dress up like a character in your book and perform an event or tell about the book.

· Make a scrapbook using information from your book (memories, pictures, etc.)
· Write a book review (one page) and present it to the class
· Create a front page of a newspaper and write at least three detailed articles that pertain to your book.  Use color and detail on your newspaper.
· Make a timeline about the important dates and events found in your book. Include illustrations.
· Make a video acting out an important event that happened in the book.
· Make a diorama showing a scene and write a summary of the scene.
· Create a sketch book which includes different pictures of important characters and events from the book.
· Make a 3-D map of a place in your book.  
· Make a book jacket illustrating your book and complete a short summary of the story on the inside cover.
· Give a puppet show summarizing one main event in the book.
· Write and act out a radio or TV commercial about the book. (one page)
· Make a model of an event or character in the book and explain details about the character.
· Do a Brown Bag Story.  Pull visual aids from a bag as you tell us a summary of the book.(must have 5 or more items in the brown bag)
· Write a poem about your book and illustrate it.
· Make a quilt with squares showing characters or scenes from the book.
· Make a short movie about your book.
· Make bookmarks for your classmates, with the title, author, and an explanation about the book.
· Write a letter from one character to another.  (at least one page)
· Make a collage related to the book.  Arrange words and phrases around the pictures.
· Create a game using the setting and main events as part of the game.
· Make a main character out of paper mache.
· Create a travel brochure about the place or places in the book.
· Write a different ending to the story. (at least one page)
