Dear Ms. Hunger,


In preparation for the November 2005 County Board review of applications U-3081-04-1 and U-3083-04-1 for special exception for use permits, the Woodmont Civic Association neighborhood advisory committee provides updates to our input regarding the conditions below (in orange).  The comments previously provided (in May 2006) remain, and are in bold black print following each of the conditions.  To our knowledge, the Wilberforce and Fellowship Foundations are currently complying with the conditions set during the public hearing.  

Conditions for Ivanwald (2224 24th Street North): 

1.         The dwelling shall meet the requirements of the Community Code Enforcement Office, the Environmental Health Bureau, and the Fire Department, including securing the required assembly permit as specified by the Fire Marshal’s Office.  Condition met.  No further action necessary.

 

2.         The applicant agrees to facilitate the establishment of a neighborhood advisory committee to address neighborhood issues and concerns pertaining to the dormitory use.  The Committee shall at a minimum include a representative from each of the use permit houses (2224 24th Street North and 2200 24th Street North), a member of the Fellowship Foundation management, one (1) adjacent neighbor unaffiliated with the Cedars, two (2) community-wide representatives designated by the County Manager or his designee and two (2) Woodmont Civic Association members unaffiliated with the Cedars.  The applicant agrees to provide the names of the residents in each of the dormitories to the neighborhood advisory group participants. The applicants agrees to submit, to the County Manager or his designee, documentation of efforts made to establish the neighborhood advisory committee within three (3) months of the County Board approval of the use permit (February 2005).  The committee was established and first met in January 2005, and then met monthly.  Members were as outlined above, and names of the residents were provided to the advisory group participants.  The committee continues to meet periodically, and plans on meeting prior to use permit reviews, and as necessary following Woodmont Civic Association Meetings.

  

3.         The applicant agrees to identify a person who shall be a resident and who shall serve as liaison between the subject use and the neighborhood.  The resident liaison shall be empowered to address any concerns identified as emanating from the dormitory.  The name and telephone number of the resident liaison shall be shared with the Zoning Administrator, the nearby residents, the Woodmont Civic Association, and any interested residents who request the information, prior to the issuance of the Certificate of Occupancy for a dormitory use.  The resident liaison is Mr. Bart Tarman.  Mr. Tarman is a resident of Woodmont, and has shared his contact information with the committee and with the Woodmont Civic Association. Mr. Tarman continues as the liaison, and has also provided an alternate point of contact (Jovanni Tricerri) when he is not available.
4.         The applicant agrees to comply with all state and local laws and regulations not expressly modified by the County Board’s action in this use permit and shall obtain all necessary permits for any work on or improvements to this property. The applicant agrees to endeavor to ensure that all residents in the dormitory shall abide by all state and local laws. Condition will be monitored. No input regarding this condition.

5.         The applicant agrees to limit the residential occupancy of the dormitory (Ivanwald) to 12 persons, including staff, at any given time. Condition will be monitored. No input regarding this condition.

6.         The applicant agrees to limit the number of vehicles on the site to no more than three (3) at any given time.  That applicant further agrees that only three (3) occupants shall be permitted to bring vehicles and that none of the other nine (9) remaining occupants of the dormitory shall bring vehicles and park them on-site or off-site.  All vehicles shall be registered in Arlington County within 30 days of the owner or operator first residing in the dormitory. Condition will be monitored. No input regarding this condition.

Amended condition #7 (U-3081-04-1) (The Wilberforce Foundation):

7.
The applicant agrees to perform criminal background checks on all prospective candidates for acceptance into the dormitory, prior to the person's residence in the dormitory.   The applicant agrees to provide the Police Department with a copy of the document to be used for the background check and to obtain the approval of the Police Department before issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for the dormitory use.   The applicant further agrees to maintain a copy of all documents generated or otherwise related to the criminal background checks, including, by way of illustration and not limitation, the results of such checks, for a period of two years after any resident has left the dormitory, and to make those documents available to the Zoning Administrator upon two business days' notice, in order to verify compliance with this condition.  The details of any information provided to the Zoning Administrator can not be shared with any other person without the prior approval of the Fellowship Foundation.  Any criminal activity, as defined by the Arlington County Police Department, by a member of either house shall immediately result in the County Board review of this use permit.  The neighborhood advisory committee agrees with this amendment.  The neighborhood advisory committee requests that the Zoning Administrator request background checks prior to any use permit reviews to ensure compliance with this condition.
Conditions for Potomac Point (2200 24th Street North): 

The dwelling shall meet the requirements of the Community Code Enforcement Office, the Environmental Health Bureau, and the Fire Department, including securing the required assembly permit as specified by the Fire Marshal’s Office. Condition met. No further action necessary.

2.   The applicant agrees to facilitate the establishment of a neighborhood advisory committee to  a minimum include a representative from each of the use permit houses (2224 24th Street North and 2200 24th Street North), a member of the Fellowship Foundation management, one (1) adjacent neighbor unaffiliated with the Cedars, two (2) community-wide representatives designated by the County Manager or his designee and two (2) Woodmont Civic Association members unaffiliated with the Cedars.  The applicant agrees to provide the names of the residents in each of the dormitories to the neighborhood advisory group participants. The applicants agrees to submit, to the County Manager or his designee, documentation of efforts made to establish the neighborhood advisory committee within three (3) months of the County Board approval of the use permit (February 2005). The committee was established and first met in January 2005, and then met monthly.  Members were as outlined above, and names of the residents were provided to the advisory group participants.  The committee continues to meet periodically, and plans on meeting prior to use permit reviews, and as necessary following Woodmont Civic Association Meetings.

 

3.   The applicant agrees to identify a person who shall be a resident and who shall serve as liaison between the subject uses and the neighborhood. The resident liaison shall be empowered to address any concerns identified as emanating from the dormitories.  The name and telephone number of the resident liaison shall be shared with the Zoning Administrator, the nearby residents, the Woodmont Civic Association, and any interested residents who request the information, prior to the issuance of the Certificate of Occupancy for a dormitory use. The resident liaison is Mr. Bart Tarman.  Mr. Tarman is a resident of Woodmont, and has shared his contact information with the committee and with the Woodmont Civic Association.  Mr. Tarman continues as the liaison, and has also provided an alternate point of contact (Jovanni Tricerri) when he is not available.
4.  The applicant agrees to comply with all state and local laws and regulations not expressly modified by the County Board’s action in this use permit and shall obtain all necessary permits for any work on or improvements to this property.  The applicant shall endeavor to ensure that all residents in the dormitory shall abide by all state and local laws. Condition will be monitored.  No input regarding this condition.

 

5.   The applicant agrees to limit the residential occupancy of the dormitory (Potomac Point) to 12 persons, including staff, at any given time. Condition will be monitored.  No input regarding this condition.

 

6. The applicant agrees to limit the number of vehicles on the site to no more than three (3) at any given time.  That applicant further agrees that only three (3) occupants shall be permitted to bring vehicles and that none of the other nine (9) remaining occupants of the dormitory shall bring vehicles and park them on-site or off-site.  All vehicles shall be registered in Arlington County within 30 days of owner or operator first residing in the dormitory. Condition will be monitored.  No input on this condition.
 

7.   The applicant agrees to remove the kitchen located in the basement of the women’s dormitory located at 2200 24th Street North prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy. Condition met. No further action necessary.

 

8.   Amended condition #8 (U-3083-04-1) (The Fellowship Foundation):

The applicant agrees to perform criminal background checks on all prospective candidates for acceptance into the dormitory, prior to the person's residence in the dormitory.   The applicant agrees to provide the Police Department with a copy of the document to be used for the background check and to obtain the approval of the Police Department before issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for the dormitory use.   The applicant further agrees to maintain a copy of all documents generated or otherwise related to the criminal background checks, including, by way of illustration and not limitation, the results of such checks, for a period of two years after any resident has left the dormitory, and to make those documents available to the Zoning Administrator upon two business days' notice, in order to verify compliance with this condition.  The details of any information provided to the Zoning Administrator can not be shared with any other person without the prior approval of the Fellowship Foundation.  Any criminal activity, as defined by the Arlington County Police Department, by a member of either house shall immediately result in the County Board review of this use permit.  The neighborhood advisory committee agrees with this amendment. The neighborhood advisory committee requests that the Zoning Administrator request background checks prior to any use permit reviews to ensure compliance with this condition.
