Objective

Aims

· Act as Ambassadors for our particular countries.

· Draft a World Youth Hockey Policy.

· Help with the organization and running of world and national events each year –  Worldwide hockey marathon such as the event held this year.

· Give the youth a voice on national and world bodies.

· Create friendship between the world hockey youth – Aim to establish better relationships between countries and continents in the future.

· Work with the FIH in ways they feel appropriate.  Offer our services with any help in which they need, help by giving a youth view on any hockey issues.

· Work closely with our nation bodies especially in ways of publishing hockey in the media.

· Carry out the development plan that was put in place during the World Youth Hockey Festival.

· Do out best in raising funds through sponsorship and fundraising to support youth programs.

Methods 

· Create a youth exchange between countries especially in the help of equipment supply in developing hockey nations.

· Work with the very young (example set by Pablo Mendoza, Argentina) and encourage the love for the game.  No skills or forms of selection necessary, enjoyment and the love of the game would be the aims.

· Organize School-Club links enhancing youth standard.

· World hockey weekends similar to that which was organized this year.  Ideas such as Sandra Frankland’s Hockey Extravaganza (Hong Kong) set an incredible role model, all for the promotion of world Hockey.

· Introduction of regional/national youth committee for hockey – Discussing regional, national, and international situations.

· Encourage FIH to ask our opinion on relevant hockey issues

· Encourage youth representation on national governing bodies and other relevant committees.
· Provide the ability for anyone within hockey to communicate with the rest of the world – through pen pals and chat rooms
· Make available large amounts of user friendly literature both for coaching and especially umpiring but also encourage the produce of magazines/colorful articles (suggested by Suzi Binte Ngari, Singapore)
All members will be encouraged to set their youth aims for their particular countries and set up committees and encourage to youth members of their national board

As youth ambassadors, we will make contact with the national youth/development officer and work closely with him/her. Both this adult person and ourselves could be wonderful mediums to spread world hockey messages and materials.

Other aims will be those already set in out meeting in Hobart and expressed in out World Youth Promotion Plan.

At the age of 21, the promoter will be regarded as too old and he/she will have the opportunity to select someone from his/her country to replace him/her - there would be a national competition similar to the ones that got us our place at the World Hockey Festival and the final decision would come from the promoter of who is to replace them.
