The information you require can be found in management and/or supervision textbooks maintained by most libraries. You are required to use a minimum of three (3) different textbook-type of sources (references) in completing this assignment.

Word Wrap and Double-Line Spacing

You should never press return at the end of a line. The computer is not a typewriter. Your computer will automatically wrap the lines as you type. Note your ruler at the top of your page. You have two vertical arrows on the left that face each other. Put your cursor on the upper one and move it to the half-inch mark. You have just told your computer to indent new paragraphs (any time you press return, the next line will be indented.)

Now to do double line spacing, go to the Format menu. Select Paragraph. You will get a selection box. The lower half of this box offers you spacing choices. The second line of Spacing says something like "After." This means the action to be taken after a line is finished. Choose "Double." Now your computer will automatically wrap text, indent new paragraphs, and double space your lines.

Failure to follow these instructions will result in a penalty of 5-10 points, depending on how badly formatted your paper is when I try to read it.

Read all of APA Chapter 2, Expression of Ideas. Be sure to use the correct tense, the active voice, check for the agreement of subject and verb, use correct pronouns (watching out for proper use of “who” and “that”), etc. (see APA page 40 –613) DO NOT use fist person such as “I”, “we”, “you”, and DO NOT use phrases such as “this paper”, “the following research”, etc.

Read the APA section titled Reference Citations in Text on pages 207 through 214. Use each of the four styles of in text referencing described in this section in the APA manual at least once in completing this assignment.
In completing this assignment, include one (1) short (40 words or less) quote and one longer quote. (see APA pages 292 –293). Otherwise, all of your writing must be paraphrased from the original. (see APA pp. 292 – 297, 5.13)

This is a descriptive report. Your task is to describe one management theory developed by each of ten different people. Be clear, concise, and detailed. Do not waste time and space on generalized statements. Be specific about each theory you are describing.

Conclude your text by writing a one to three (1 - 3) paragraph conclusion that is not subtitled and which captures the essence of the last sentence in the Abstract that was provided to you for this paper.

Complete a References page that includes all references you cited in-text. (See APA Chapter 4)

Before completing your assignment and prior to submitting it for grading, do a thorough quality check. Use all available tools and resources such as computer based spelling and grammar checkers, The Little, Brown Compact Handbook, and all sections of the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association. You may also benefit by having some other person read and critique your paper.

Upon completing this assignment, you will have written a descriptive research paper that includes:

(1) a title page 

(2) an abstract 

(3) an introduction 

(4) a body that summarizes your literature review of this topic 

(5) a conclusion that is based on information included in the body

(6)  a References page.

These are the six basic elements of an undergraduate academic research report.
