ASSIGNMENT # 1

Complete an Fire Service Management Bibliography

A Bibliography is a complete or selective list of readings on a particular subject or topic. Because it would be near impossible for a student to compile a complete bibliography for Fire Service management, this assignment is restricted to producing a selective bibliography.

You were introduced to library facilities while working to complete the assignments for FSM 300 Introduction to Fire Service Management Research. This assignment expands upon your work for FSM 300 by requiring that you access other reference sources and types of references. Your bibliography must not be limited to only Fire Service-related sources. Your field of study includes management. When searching for appropriate bibliographic entries, think in terms of fiscal aspects, legal aspects, labor relations, personnel issues, safety, marketing, public relations, and similar areas of broad interest to managers within the Fire Service industry. When considering books and most journals, look for those that provide detailed information about management theories, concepts, and practices.

Your study of Fire Service Management will not be complete until you have become familiar with the whole realm of literature that supports Fire Service Management as a field of study. The purpose of this assignment is to familiarize you with the available Fire Service Management literature.

One method you can employ that might make this assignment more useful and meaningful to you is to think in terms of your career goals, interests, and needs.  Which books and other reference sources would be of most interest to you?  However, don’t forget, your field of study encompasses the entire realm of management, not Fire Service. You may also wish to review the requirements for FSM 401 and FSM 450. Your bibliographic entries could be useful to you when completing those courses.

Complete the bibliography using the styles and format specified for an APA References page. However, title it Bibliography instead of References. Group all of your entries under the sub-headings of Books, Government Documents, Journals, Periodicals/Magazines, Industry/Industry Association Documents, On-line Documents.

This bibliography must include:

1. A minimum of thirty (30) books dated 1985 or later with topics that include management, supervision, and/or Fire Service Management. You may include the current edition of SIUC textbooks. (Include only the most current edition of any one book). 

2. A minimum of ten (10) government documents dated 1998 or later that are related to Fire Service Management.

3. A minimum of five (5) management, supervision, human factors, human relations, and/or Fire Service Management related journals or journal articles that are dated 2001 or later.

NOTE: Journals are compilations of scholarly works usually published under the auspices of a professional organization. Do not confuse other periodicals and/or magazines (regardless of their title) with journals.

4. A minimum of ten (10) different current periodicals/magazines or articles dated 1999 or later each of which was published in a different periodical/magazine and all of which are related to Fire Service Management. Do not include on-line references in this category.

5. A minimum of five (5) Fire Service industry or Fire Service industry association produced informational documents dated 2000 or later. These may be on-line references.

6. A minimum of ten (10) Fire Service management related documents/articles/sites that are currently available on the Word Wide Web. (Must be in addition to any of the above on-line references).

The following is a recap of the above requirements and a suggested format for this assignment.

I. Books related to Fire Service Management

List a minimum of thirty (30) books that are included in the body of literature that is pertinent to Fire Service Management or management. Some of these books will be specific to Fire Service Management, others will not. However, all must be selected from the management/supervision/administration or the Fire Service management body of literature. Each bibliographic item must provide specific and detailed information concerning theories, concepts, and practices that are pertinent to the Fire Service Management and/or management fields of study. You must also have ready access to these books through libraries or other facilities. You may include textbooks that are prescribed for SIUC’s Fire Service Management courses.

Each entry in this section of the bibliography must be in the format of “References in APA Style” as described in Chapter 4 of the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (5th ed.).
II. Government documents related to Fire Service Management

List a minimum of ten (10) government documents dated 2000 or later each of which includes information specific to the Fire Service Management or management fields of study. Do not include military documents (more often than not, military documents are based on other literature sources and, as such, are secondary sources of information). The Government Accounting Office is one example of a government agency that publishes documents pertinent to the Fire Service Management field of study. Most libraries include a government documents section. 

Each entry in this section of the bibliography must be in the format of “References in APA Style” as described in Chapter 4 of the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (55h ed.).

III. Fire Service Management or management-related journals and/or journal articles.

List a minimum of five (5) journals and/or journal articles (articles dated 1995 or later) each of which includes information specific to the management or Fire Service Management fields of study. Note that “journals” are compilations of scholarly works that are usually published under the auspices of a professional organization. Do not confuse other periodicals and/or magazines (regardless of the publication’s title) with journals.

Unless its topic is of particular interest to you, you should not be listing a journal article in this section. If you do list a particular article published in a journal, the entry must be in the format of “”References in APA Style” as described in Chapter 4 of the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (5th ed.). If you are listing a journal (not a journal article), the listing must include the editor(s) of the journal and the title of the journal as follows:

IV. Periodicals/magazines related to management and/or Fire Service Management

List a minimum of ten (10) different periodicals/magazines or periodical/magazine articles dated 1999 or later each of which includes information specific to the management or Fire Service Management fields of study. Do not include on-line references in this category. 

Unless the topic is of particular interests to you, you should not be listing periodical/magazine articles in this section. If you do list a particular article published in a periodical or magazine, the entry must be in the format of “References in APA Style” as described in Chapter 4 of the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (5th ed.). If you are listing a periodical or a magazine but no particular article, the listing must include the name (title) of the periodical or magazine and the publisher, as follows:

V. Fire Service Industry or Fire Service Industry Association information

List a minimum of five (5) Fire Service industry or Fire Service industry association produced publications dated 1999 or later. These may be in the form of technical or research reports, books, proceedings of meetings or symposiums, audiovisual media items, brochures or other publications produced by the Fire Service industry or Fire Service industry associations. Each entry must be in the form of “References in APA Style” as described in Chapter 4 of the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (5th ed.).

VI. Fire Service Management Electronic Research Sources

List a minimum of ten (10) Fire Service Management or management-related documents or sites that can be accessed via the World Wide Web. These must be entirely different from any of the bibliographic entries included above and must include information that is relevant to the Fire Service Management or management fields of study. The format of each entry must be in accordance with recommendations for referencing electronic sources in APA style. These recommendations are available as on-line documents. One source for such documents is SIUC’s Morris Library which can be accessed through the College of Applied Sciences and Arts’ Office of Off-Campus Academic Programs’ homepage (asa-ocap.siu.edu). 
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
