What is the difference between a "Web page" and an "HTML page"?

The difference between a “Web page” and an "HTML page" is the “Web page” is a page display that contains text, images and other support media in organized and beautiful arrangement. 5.    Can you create Web pages with Microsoft Word or WordPerfect?  If so, how?

Yes, we can create Web pages with Microsoft Word or WordPerfect. These word processors come with automated tools and there are third-party ones too, that automatically translate your word-processed documents into HTML.
a) First, change the page view to ‘Web Layout View’ Choose the appropriate button from the small toolbar above the Start Button.

b) Then, place information and pictures within table to maintain the appearance and location of page elements. We can also insert nested table (table within tables). This is beneficial for users using Netscape browser. Those using Internet Explorer should have no problem at all to view the soon-to-be completed webpage.

c) Enter your contents into the table.

d) Next, you have to center your tables, remove all lines and borders, and resize the view to 100%.

e) To create hyperlinks, first you must create a bookmark. Place the cursor at any location of a document, click Insert, Bookmarks, Insert name, and done. To create hyperlinks, highlight anything on a document, right-click and choose hyperlink.
