“IditaKlondike”

The “ Iditarod ” known as the last great race. The place Alaska: the wilderness, the frozen trail, the task: drive your team of sled dogs 1,150 miles in the fastest time through blizzard conditions and temperatures as cold as 40 below.

February 1925: Serum run from Nenana to Nome on the Iditarod Trail. The Iditarod Race officially commemorates this event. We salute these brave “mushers” as they showed their spirit and that Only the Bold Brave the Cold and delivered the medicine in time to save the lives of hundreds of Nome children.

January 2002: Schoellkopf Scout Reservation has officially become: Alaska 

“The Frozen Trail”. Are your Troop and its Patrols capable of traversing the rugged “Iditarod Trail”, by meeting the challenge of demanding events to prove your winter survival skills and complete the trip?

Iditarod mushers need to bring along many supplies with them on their 10 to 15 day trip. They have to conquer wooded valleys, mountain passes, raging rivers have to be crossed, buffalo, bear, moose and wolves are encountered. Snowstorms, blizzards and extreme cold make travel difficult. Food has to be cooked along the trail and sled dogs cared for. Care has to be taken to keep from getting frostbite or hypothermia. Some mushers are unprepared and have to be rescued along the trail.

Those who complete the trip are rewarded with the site of cheering crowds as they arrive in Nome, and a sense of extreme accomplishment. They compete for awards of merit to signify their accomplishment.

1. Blizzard navigation…“Buffalo tunnels”… use your memory and direction skills.

2. Iditarod Survival Game …Can you rely on your outdoor survival skills?

3. PipeLine bowling …  Snowmen are threatening the Alaskan Pipeline.

4. First Aid / Serum Relay … Know your first aid and move quickly.

5. Rescue from the Bering Sea …   Knot tying , strength, coordination, teamwork

6. Loggers Discus … Log sawing event … teamwork, wood skills

7. Mushers Dog Sled Round up…  Use strategy, knot tying skills, teamwork.

8. Kuskokwin Mountains … Sled Pull event …teamwork, strength, endurance.

9. Iditarod trail fire & cooking event … Build a fire, cook, eat and clean up. 

10.Iditarod navigation … Find the cities on the Iditarod trail…compass, teamwork.

Final Event: The Great SSR IDITAROD SLED RACE … Can your patrol get through the check points and win the race? …Mindpower, speed and endurance are needed.

IditaKlondike 2002 Rules and Regulations

1. Registration – The Klondike registration fee is $ 8.00 per person. This fee covers camp cost of warming/soup stations, event supplies, patches and miscellanies costs. Walk ins are welcome but will not be guaranteed a patch.

2. BSA registration – Every Scout must be currently registered to attend. Unregistered participants are not covered by insurance and cannot stay on the grounds. It is the unit leader responsibility to ensure registration of boys in his Troop.

3. Campsite – Units will be assigned camping areas’ when they register. Klondike staff reserves the right to move campsite if neccesary. Campsites will be inspected as part of the competition.

4. Parking – All vehicles must be parked in the main parking lot. No cars, trucks, trailers, of any kind will be permitted anywhere but the main parking lot. Problems will be addressed on an individual basis. The decision of the Klondike Campmaster will be final.

5. Klondike Headquarters – Harter Cabin will be the headquarters for Troop 173 and Klondike Stafff

6. Communication - FRS radios are permitted, however channel 13 code 7 and channel 9 code 7 are reserved for the exclusive use of Troop 173 and Klondike Staff.

7. Flags - Units should display Troop, American and patrol flags at their campsite entrance. Patrol flags are to be brought to Saturday’s competition.

8. Uniforms - Class A uniforms are optional due to the weather.

9. Adult leadership – Each unit must have a minimum of two adults in Camp at all times.

10. Buddy System – Scouts are to travel and use the buddy system all weekend. NO EXCEPTIONS

11. Medical - All injuries, illness, frostbite or hypothermia, regardless of extent must be reported to Klondike Staff immediately. Trained First Aid personal will be on hand.

12. Lights - Only battery operated flashlights and lanterns are to used by Scouts. No flames (gas lanterns, candles etc.) are allowed in tents. Only adults with current liquid fuel certification can handle, refuel, light, or move liquid fueled lanterns or stoves.

13. Axes and saws - May only be used in an axe yard. Anyone using a knife, saw or axe must have a Totin’ Chip Card. Under no circumstances, may live trees or shrubs be cut.

14. Cooking fires – Proper safety must be followed, fire pits must be used. Proper fire fighting equipment must be brought by each Troop and set out. Each unit should have a fire warden.

15. Water – Try to bring some with you, but it may also be obtained at approved sources.

16. Garbage – Must be put in the dumpsters across from the Quad when leaving (or take it home with you) your campsite and surrounding areas’ must be left clean.

17. Competition - Is designed to be run at natural patrol levels (4-8 Scouts) in order to be fair to all Troops. The Patrol Leader is responsible for his Patrols actions.

18. Patrol Leaders - Have the responsibility to ensure that his patrol is at the activities on time.

19. Scouts - Not participating in an event should stay with their Patrol. No wandering off on their own.

20. Adults - May act only as spectators and may not participate in competitive events. However their support and vocal enthusiasm are welcome.

21. Troop 173 - Scouts and Adults will organize, run, and judge all events. Their decisions are final. In the case of a dispute the Campmasters decision will be final.

22. Awards - and patches will be presented at the Closing Campfire. Troops not present for the campfire, please make arrangements as to who will get your awards / patches.

23. No - Guns, arrows, sheath knives, flares, fireworks or alcohol are allowed in camp. GNFC policy on smoking and tobacco products should be adhered to at all times.

24. No - Sled racing on the main roads.

25. No - Snowball fights.

26. No - Rolling of bowling balls will be permitted, except in the event they are needed. ( you will be disqualified from competition if this happens)

27. Visitors - Must check in and out at SSR headquarters and Klondike headquarters.

      Checkout no later than 10:30 AM Sunday and Troops must check out at the Quad when leaving camp.
