General


The information for this nomination relates to the current ski season.  No information dating back more than four years, including the current season, will be used for evaluation.  Supporting information may be attached when space on the next page is insufficient, but it must not exceed two single side 8 1/2 x 11 pages.  Additional substantiating information is for division use only and is not to be forwarded to the National Office.  Be sure to cross reference the supplemental information to the pertinent section of this nomination form.  Do not reduce type size.


Section 1


Type the above information as requested indicating the type of patrol being nominated, i.e., Alpine, or Nordic.  The above section is the only one on this nomination where your patrol, region, or division may be identified.  This page will be removed by the National Office before it is forwarded to the National Selection Committee.  It is imperative that all other sections of this nomination not refer to a specific name of a person, place, or thing to insure fairness in the selection process.


In divisions where it is customary to submit the names and signatures of review board members with the nomination a separate page containing this information may be attached, however it will be for division use only, and will not be forwarded to the National Office.


Section 2


Most questions are self explanatory. In 2e, for those areas that run more than one shift per day, combine the number of patrollers and shifts for that day and consider it as a single day’s shift.


Section 3


Types of written operation procedures might include bylaws, management relations, snow safety, reckless skier, search and rescue, avalanche, etc.  Please send along one copy of these procedures to substantiate the list in 3b.  This supplemental information is for division use only and is not to be forwarded to the National Office.  It is entirely up to the division to call for either the complete set of procedures or just the table of contents.


Section 4


List NSP awards and citations received by the patrol and patrollers within the NSP showing dates.  Awards and citations presented by a government or affiliated agency may also be included.  National Appointments should not be included.  News articles may be attached to substantiate the award, but they are not to be sent to the National Office.


Section 5


Show offices currently held by patrol members with section, region or division as well as those of affiliated patrol members registered through an administrative patrol who currently hold offices at division or national level.  Do not include names.  Show office only.


Section 6


Indicate the patroller attendance and type of participation at the meetings.  If your patrol hosted the meeting, give the number of patrollers who worked on setting up the meeting.


Section 7


Indicate the type of fund raising, e.g., ski swap, national fund raiser, and total net proceeds or profit.  Show disposition of proceeds, such as donations to region, purchases of equipment, etc.


Section 8


Give the date the patrol and patroller registrations were mailed.  Describe the support to small or new areas, i.e., financial, hours for training, etc.  Describe the accomplishments on any other National program, e.g., awards, dress code, communications, Outdoor Emergency Care, etc.


Section 9


Give the number of refresher training and other activities in excess of that which is required by NSP operational standards for registration each season.  Describe in detail your candidate training and its results.  List leadership training courses given.  Outline the training programs hosted by your patrol.  Describe the patrol’s involvement in testing.  All of the foregoing should include not only skiing and Outdoor Emergency Care but other related areas such as avalanche, search and rescue, management training, etc.  List the number of certified testers, instructors, etc.


Section 10


List safety lectures to schools and ski clubs, TV and radio spots, newspaper releases, etc., as well as any other information that shows the patrol’s contributions to the sport of skiing, such as direct involvement in a ski club or council of clubs, involvement in Special Olympics, ski show, clinics, and allied organization (PSIA, NSAA, Boy Scouts, YMCA, ASTM), etc.


Describe any newly developed equipment or procedures to make the sport of skiing easier, safer, etc.  This could include new chair evacuation devices, transportation devices, new patrol room equipment, etc.  This section should also list any off area rescues, including time and number of patrollers involved.  Substantiating supplemental information is encouraged, however, it is not to be forwarded to the National Office.
