All nominations must include a sponsor’s letter of recommendation.  The letter of recommendation should be brief but complete.  It should cross reference supplemental data to the numbered sections on the nomination form.


When signing the nomination form and the letter of recommendation the sponsor certifies that he or she knows the nominee personally and can vouch for the soundness of the nomination.  The patrol director endorses the nominee and verifies the nominee’s classification, activity hours, awards, etc., of an NSP member, or the involvement in the sport of skiing of a non-member.  The review board chairman affirms that the nomination has been scrutinized by three or more members of the board who have verified the eligibility of the nominee in accordance with NSP criteria.  The region director certifies that the review board has reviewed the nomination.  He or she then forwards the nomination to the division review board chairman or to the division awards advisor.  If the nominee is one of the officers who is required to sign the form, the word Nominee should be written in that space and the form sent to the next officer on the list.�
