The starting of the 90s' have brought upon Pilipino identity consciousness and youth while US and Canada have continuously organized to create leaders and inspire our next generation of cultural keepers.

From Highway 101 in either direction:
Highway 101 to the Highway 280 north interchange Highway 280 to Seventh Street exit north, make a right turn; cross San Salvador and left into Seventh Street Garage ($2 exact change required for a day permit). 

From Highway 280 in either direction:
Highway 280 to Seventh Street exit north (left turn coming from north, right turn coming from south); cross San Salvador and left into Seventh Street Garage ($2 exact change required for a day permit).
From Highway 680:
