Respected Sir,

Launching of YSA 2004 on National Science Day and after at 220 places.

On the subject cited above it is informed that as per your advice in the NOC meeting in Chandigarh we have continued the activities of launching of YSA even after the 28th of Feb. and till date the activities have been initiated at about 170 places in various districts of Punjab.(District wise lists of the places was handed over to Dr. Madhu   Phull  during my visit to NCSTC IN 2nd week of April)

Now the number has swelled to 220 places out of which 20 in Nawan Shehar &20 in Faridkot have been added along with 10 places by other organizations participating in SOC. However the introductory folder has been distributed in about 2000 places

It was planned that the YSA movement shall be further continued by holding lecture demonstration to students of senior secondary schools on 15-04-04 at three places of district ,sub division and block level namely Sangrur, Dhuri and Bhawanigarh on sky watching to focus the science in nature. he activities done at senior secondary school Dhuri have been reported by a channel Punjab Today. Photos enclosed.

The efforts of the NOC have been focused in the Govt. Departments by starting a process of sending the letters regarding the concept of YSA along with the copy of the introductory folder prepared by NOC .It was planned that 250 letters shall be sent in the first phase of information spreading to all the Financial Commissioners, Commissioners , Secretaries, Heads of Departments and District Collectors(Copy of the letter was handed over to Dr. Madhu Phull during my visit to NCSTC in 2nd week of April).In the 2nd phase all district heads shall be covered .Even the response have started pouring in.

Letter Head bearing the logo of YSA has been printed and is in use(Letters on it have been sent and  a sample copy is being sent for record).

Following books have been prepared for lectures as resource material as well as for book exhibitions and have been given for printing.

1BINNI DE JANWAR—it is A book which contains a story of different types of animals and there classification by school students and shall also make the student aware about the biodiversity

2 JAL CHAKKAR—This is to introduce the reader about water crisis and the need to preserve water  by water saving measures like water harvesting

3 SADA PATA An introduction to the vastness of the universe and our place in it  which is again to start discussion about preservation of biodiversity

4 BHAGIRATH   It is a short play about the science of saving water

5 WHAT IS SCIENCE It is a simple story for the common man to under stand the method of science and is also good for creation of scientific way of thinking amongst school  students.

6VIGYAN THA MAJHA This is for ;earning by doing and is helpful to create interest in science and make it easy

7PRACHEEN ATE NAVEEN This gives an idea about the changes in the world due to science and scientific way of understanding that change.

KURA KARKAT It helps the reader to understand the proper and safe disposal of the waste materils .

8PRITHIVI DE BHED---T his is to introduce the reader about the earth and its cover and its management in two parts.

9SACHA SATHI NEEM   This is a book for health giving medicinal and other uses of neem tree

10 TEEKE KIQON KIVEN  This is a book in health series to give resource material on immunization.

SOC Meeting has been held on 30—04—04 & the proceedings have been sent.

The Bond was submitted to ROC on 4—04—04 & the release of funds is expected any time.

SCA has held many meetings with thev ROC & has sent two progress reports to NOC already and has sent hard copies to Chairman & Convenor of NOC.

The SOC has decided that the request letters be written to various experts and others to be on the State Advisory Committee. The format for the same has been prepared & discussed  with ROC.
