A Web Page is a document written in HTML that can be accessed on the Internet. Every Web page has a unique address called a URL. Web pages can contain text, graphics, and hyperlinks to other web pages and files.

A HTML page is a HyperText Markup Language document stored in a directory on a Web server and/or created dynamically at the time of the request for the purpose of satisfying that request. In addition to text, an HTML page may include graphics, video, audio, and other files.

No, the “HTML pages” can be created with word processing program that do not need internet connection but must be save as text files and be given an HTML extension.
3. Define the terms Internet, Web page, and World Wide Web.

Internet : A worldwide network of networks that all use the TCP/IP communications protocol and share a common address space. First incarnated as the ARPANET in 1969, the Internet has metamorphosed from a military internetwork to an academic research internetwork to the current commercial internetwork. It commonly supports services such as email, the World Wide Web, file transfer, and Internet Relay Chat. The Internet is experiencing tremendous growth in the number of users, hosts, and domain names. It is gradually subsuming other media, such as proprietary computer networks, newspapers, books, television, and the telephone. Also known as "the net", "the information
Web Page : A web page is a document created with HTML that is part of a group of hypertext documents or resources available on the World Wide Web. Collectively, these documents and resources form a web site. Every Web page is identified by a unique
URL.
World Wide Web : Often referred to as WWW or the Web, this usually refers to information available on the Internet that can be easily accessed with software usually called a “browser.” Organizations publish their information on the Web in a format known as HTML; this information is usually referred to as their “home page” or “web site”.
