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Class Work
1. Modify the linking.html file using the following instructions:
a. Divide the file in two (creating two separate files); one called page1.html and the other called page2.html.

i. Page 1 should have Chapters 1 - 9

ii. Page 2 should have Chapters 10 – 17

b. Create a separate content page (table of contents) called contents.html with the following links:

i. Page 1

ii. Page 2

iii. Chapter 2

iv. Chapter 9

v. Chapter 13

vi. Chapter 17

c. All links created in part b above should be active links. For example, if you click on the page 2 link, your browser should open page 2 which contains Chapters 10 – 17.  In addition, if you click on the Chapter 13 link your browser should open page 2.html and display the information relating to Chapter13. That is, your link should not just open page 2 but should also display the part of the page relating to Chapter 13.
d. Use a variety of background colors, font colors, sizes and appearances throughout this entire exercise.  You should also apply all of the major tags you learnt so far in class, eg the <ol> tag.
NB.  To save the Linking.html from your web site: right-click on the link, select save target as.
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
