Reconstruction – period of United States history in which the nation tried to adjust to the new conditions created by the Civil War.
Freedmen’s Bureau – Federal bureau in operation after the Civil War that helped former enslaved people and more refugees with food, medical, and other aid as well as schooling.

Impeach – to formally charge a public official with misconduct.

Debt peonage – labor system in the South after the Civil war in which debt was used to keep farm workers on the land.
Andrew Johnson – vice president raised to presidency in 1865 after the assassination of Lincoln. He made easy terms with the Confederation states to return to the Union, which the Confederates took advantage of his plan to create laws limiting freedom of people.
Carpetbagger – northern Republicans who moved to the South after the Civil War. Northerners that hastily migrated in the region to take advantage of the political situation.

Scalawag – rascals who were southern whites who became Republicans.

Sharecropper – farmers who borrowed land to grow crops.

Tenant farmer – farmers who paid cash for the rental of land. They typically agreed to sell their crops to a local merchant, who gave them use of tools and supplies in advance of harvest.

Ku Klux Klan – organization formed in the South in 1866, which used lynching and violence to intimidate and control African Americans and others.
Rutherford B. Hayes – Republican president in 1877. He promised to remove deferral troops from all southern states.
3) Freedom meant to African Americans after the end of the Civil War the control of land and labor, right to own property, ability to pursue whatever line of work they chose, and the power to determine what they produced.

4) Confederate formed the basis of support for the Republican Party in the South during reconstruction.

5) Farmers would sharecrop and then share their land with other tenant farmers, while debt peonage kept them working on the land because they have to pay the fee for borrowing the land.

6) African Americans were happy that they obtained their freedom that they don’t care yet of the lack of power in politic matters.
