Chapter 23 – 34

Ch 23

Characters: Huck, Jim, Duke, King, townspeople, Jim’s wife.
Story so far:
· Duke & king do a show for 3 nights.

· Townspeople get tricked

· Huck and company make money

· Jim thinks back of his family

· Jim gets homesick.

· Jim tells Huck about his family.

Ch 24

Characters: Huck, Jim, Duke, King, Peter Wilks, William, Mary Jane, Harvey Wilks, Susan, Joanna, townspeople.

Characters same for Ch 26, 27, and 28.

Story:
· Duke dresses up Jim so Jim doesn’t look like a runaway nigger.

· King starts conversation with Peter and gets information about the townspeople.
Ch 25

Characters: same as Ch 24, Abner Shackleford, Dr. Robinson.
Story:

· King and duke act as uncles of Mary Jane.

· They tell lies, and get into the house. Huck follows along.

· They grab the six thousands dollars and hide it.

· King, duke and Mary Jane talk about her family.

· Dr. Robinson appears and instantly knows the king and duke are frauds.

· Mary Jane supports king and duke, thus no one takes suspicion on them.

Ch 26

Story: 

· Mary Jane spares rooms for the king, duke and Huck.
· Joanna is curious about England and questions Huck.

· Huck caught telling lies but Mary Jane backs him up. Later Mary Jane tells Huck to pardon Joanna.

· Huck is sad about the king and duke planning to steal money from these innocent, good people, so he takes the money and hides it.
Ch 27

Story:

· Funeral in session.

· Huck nervous that someone might discover the money inside the coffin.

· King and duke sold the niggers of Mary Jane.

· King and duke doubts Huck.

· Huck tells lies that niggers went inside their room and get away.

Ch 28

Story:

· Huck tells Mary Jane the truth.

· Mary Jane and Huck plan something.

· Mary Jane is to stay at Mr. Lothrop’s for four days instead of going to England.

Ch 29

Characters: same as Ch 24, real uncles of Mary Jane.
Story:

· The people try to identify who are the real uncles of Mary Jane and who are the frauds.

· The townspeople can’t tell yet.

· They go to dig up the corpse to see what the tattoo looks like. Instead, they find the bag with the money.

· Huck runs to the raft, but the king and duke comes and catches him.

Ch 30

Characters: Huck, Jim, Duke, King

Story: 

· Duke blames king and viceversa of stealing the money for oneself.

· Later both of them go to sleep.

· Huck tells Jim everything that happened.

Ch 31

Characters: Huck, Jim, Duke, King
Story:

· The duke and king try many things to make money, but all goes wrong and fail.

· Huck decides whether or not to inform Ms. Watson about Jim or save Jim out of being a slave.

Story:

· Huck mistaken from Tom Sawyer

· Huck disguises as Tom Sawyer and lies to the Phelps.

Ch 33

Characters: Huck, Tom Sawyer, the Phelps.
Story: 

· Huck meets Tom. Huck tells Tom what happened.

· They try to make up a plan to get to his aunt and uncle.

· Tom mistaken by Sid Sawyer.

· Both gets to stay at Phelps’s house.

Ch 34

Characters: Jim, Tom, Huck, the nigger who feeds Jim.
Story: 

· Tom thinks he knows the whereabouts of Jim.

· Tom and Huck come up with a plan to rescue Jim.

· Tom talks with the nigger who feeds Jim.

· The nigger is afraid of witches.

· Jim recognizes Huck and talk. The nigger asked if they knew each other already.
