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1. The terms of the Compromise of 1850 was that California will be a free state, territory of New Mexico and Utah were to be decided if slavery would be allowed in those lands. The Compromise angered northerners by the Kansas-Nebraska Act, because they thought of it as a sell out to the South.

2. It might be said that “slavery was a lightning rod for larger issues between the North and the South” because people argue that slavery led to the Civil War.

3. Southerners accused Northerners of hypocrisy regarding slavery because they were against slavery.
4. John Brown was important because he led a group of anti-slavery northerners to kill five men in pro-slavery settlement.

5. The two positions of the Democratic Party regarding the slavery debate was allowing slavery spread westwards and the issue of equal power in the Senate.
6. The position of the Republican Party regarding the slavery debate was that they were against slavery. Issues that helped the Republicans in the 1850s were

7. Kansas-Nebraska Act proposed to settle the issue of slavery in the territories through popular sovereignty, by letting the people living in the territory to decide whether to be a free or a slave state.
8. Abraham Lincoln’s position on slavery was neutral.

9. Lincoln’s views prompt secession because the South was outraged that a president could be elected with so few of their votes.

10.  New technologies influenced new tactics, organizations of army, and training of the army.
11. The issues of politics, for both sides, affected the way in which the Civil War was fought that they wanted instant results, so they fought desperately and used old ways of fighting.

12. The Anaconda Plan was put into action by cutting market business that goes to South.

13. The significance about the battle at Manassas was the loss of so many men for a silly argument between the North and the South.

14. Lincoln’s Gettyburg Address helped to redefine the United States by marking a dramatic new definition of the United States.

15. The concept of “total war” and the ways it helped end the war was that the opponents strike soldiers, civilians and the entire economic system of the enemy.
