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1. What was the “New Frontier?”

The new frontier was President JFK’s reform programs, including economic measures, aid to the poor and the space program.

2. Why was the Kennedy administration nicknamed Camelot?

Because the sentimental idealism of Broadway’s Camelot seemed the perfect image for President Kennedy

3. What did Kennedy try to accomplish in his domestic program?

Tax-cut proposal and action against poverty.

4. Why was Kennedy’s domestic policy largely unsuccessful?

Because many opposed of his tax-cut proposal that it was bottled up in a congressional committee thinking that this idea would not succeed at all.

5. How did the nation react to the Kennedy assassination in 1963?

The country was shattered and shocked.

6. What was the Warren Commission, and what did they determine?

The warren commission was a group headed by Chief Justice Earl Warren; formed to investigate President JFK’s assassination.

7. What controversies surrounded the investigation of his death?
